3. Consent Agenda:  Motion made by Member Nash, second by Member Abel to approve the consent agenda as written; Council Minutes 9/26/2005, Council Retreat Minutes 9/24/2005 and the Warrant List.  Motion passed unanimously.

5. New Business

a. Public Hearing, Ewing Variance – The Public Hearing was opened at 6:45 PM by acting Mayor Annie Brannan.  Persons present for the hearing were Jon Ewing, home owner and Chris with Zumbro Valley Construction.  No other citizens were present regarding the public hearing.  Mr. Ewing submitted plans regarding the proposed addition for their home. The current City Ordinance requires front setbacks of 25’ for a home on a corner lot.  The current home currently sits at 9.5’ from the property lines.  The home is older and was built before the City enforced any type of setbacks.  The proposed addition will be added to the West of the current home and will not meet the required setbacks of the current zoning ordinance.  Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Nash to close the public hearing at 6:52 PM.  Motion passed unanimously.  Motion made by Member Nash, second by Member Abel to pass Resolution 2005-15, A RESOLUTION APPROVING A VARIANCE FOR SETBACK REQUIREMENTS IN AN R-2 ZONED PROPERTY.  The property is located at 220 4th Street West, the SW corner of Block 2, Lot 2, Mantors Addition.  Motion passed unanimously.
b. Tree Moving Reimbursement – Ben and Jill Riker, 701 6th Street West, have requested reimbursement for the cost of moving of their pine trees due to the NW W/S project.  The tree’s were located in the City’s right of way and needed to be removed for construction purposes.  The Council discussed if this is going to be an issue for the many property owners in that area that have things located in the right of way now that shouldn’t be there.  Member Nash would like to see a list of items that have had to removed or will need to be removed that are now located in the City’s right of way in the NW W/S project.  Motion made by Member Abel, second by Member Brannan to reimburse the Riker’s  $100.00, the amount to have their tree’s moved.  Member Nash voted against.  Motion carried.
