1.  Call to Order – Mayor Nash called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

Member Bradford asked Council Members if we want to send a City representative to the Public Hearing for Pleasant Valley Wind, LLC.  Mayor Nash asked if Member Bradford would like to attend.  He will attend.  Motion passed unanimously.
5. Public Concerns - None
6. Public Hearing
a. An Ordinance Establishing Sanitary Sewer and Water Service Connection and Availability Charges Within the City of Mantorville, Minnesota Replacing 50.04 of the Mantorville City Code.
Mayor Nash opened the public hearing at 7:06 pm.  There was no one in attendance to speak on the ordinance.  
Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Schmidt to close the public hearing.  Motion passed unanimously.
Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Schmidt to open the regular Council Meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.  
City Attorney, Jeff Kritzer, discussed with the Council the amended ordinance and changes made.  This Ordinance will cover anything done in the future.  The Council has the right to put in more specific language for any project when setting connection fees.  Council discussed the 200’ distance from the service for mandatory connection.  There could be structures on large parcels that abut the service but are farther than 200’ from it.  The 200’ will be removed and the wording properties “adjacent” to a service added.   Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Schmidt to approve An Ordinance Establishing Sanitary Sewer and Water Service Connection and Availability Charges Within the City of Mantorville, Minnesota Replacing 50.04 of the Mantorville City Code and amended with the suggested changes made tonight.  Motion passed unanimously.
7. Old Business/New Business
a. Joe Waugh – LMCIT Insurance Renewal

Joe Waugh, Waugh and Associates, presented the City property, liability and auto insurance renewal for 2010/2011.  The total cost of the package is $20,402.  He also presented new bond coverage amounts that will cover the bonding of the Relief Association and the Clerk.through the League.  There are higher coverage limits and more coverage.  The benefit is it is all through the League and there is no background personal information required.  The cost is a little bit more but we are getting a lot more coverage.  Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Bradford to approve the package as presented, not to waive the tort limit and not to accept the umbrella.  Motion passed unanimously.  
b. Bluff Street Road Condition
Tim Hruska, WHKS Engineer, was present to discuss the washed out section of Bluff Street.  Tim, Lonnie Zelinski of Swenke and Adam all met to review the damage to the road due to heavy rains and come up with a recommended fix.  Tim did get in touch with the DNR this morning to discuss what they want to do to stabilize the bank with rip rap.  We may fall under the general emergency permit that was issued in 2007.  Lonnie gave a rough estimate of $15,000 and said they could get it done right away.  

Tim noted that there is an out lot off of Mantor Drive and he would recommend as an alternative to purchase the out lot and create an alternate drive and abandon Bluff Street.  He would have to check into that further though.  Council authorized the Infrastructure Committee to work with the Engineer and the construction people to work out the best process and gave authorization to act appropriately and do the best process.  
Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Bradford to close the Council Meeting and open the public hearing at 7:06 pm.  Motion passed unanimously.
c. Sanitary Sewer Easement Agreement, Mantor Drive Project

The Easement Agreement is set up to include all property owners on one document so it can be recorded once.  It is effective and enforceable against each person that has signed even if there are others who have not signed.  Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Schmidt to approve the Sanitary Sewer Easement Agreement for the Mantor Drive Project.  Motion passed unanimously.  
d. Planning and Zoning New Member Approval - Bryce Gunderson
Planning and Zoning is making a recommendation to the Council to accept Bryce Gunderson as a new Member.  Bryce was unaware that he was even being considered for it.  He would like to know what it all entails first.  He will hold off on it for now.  
e. Schedule Fall Retreat Date

The City Council scheduled their fall retreat to take place Monday, August 2, 2010 @ 6:00 PM.
f. Resolution 2010-10, A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE APPOINTMENT OF ELECTION JUDGES FOR THE PRIMARY AND GENERAL ELECTIONS.  
Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Bradford to accept Resolution 2010-10.  Motion passed unanimously.  Cami is still looking for more election judges.
g. Dodge County Environmental Services Curbside Organics Collection
The City Council discussed the curbside collection of organics and they are all for the environmental aspect of it. They would like to get more information on this.  Ask the County to attend the next Council meeting.
