1. Call to Order – The meeting of the Mantorville EDA was called to order at 5:31 PM by chair Brannan.

2. Additions/Deletions to agenda: add Omni bill and clean up estimates on park lots.

3. Items of Discussion:

· Approval of Minutes – Motion made by Member Nash, second by Member Khavari to approve the EDA minutes of February 15, 2006.  Motion passed unanimously.

· Financial Report – Motion made by Member Khavari, second by Member Nash to accept the financial report as written.  Motion passed unanimously.

· Omni Environmental bill – Motion made by Chair Brannan, second by Member Nash to approve the payment of the Omni Environmental bill in the amount of $3,060.00 for removal of the tanks on the empty lots across from Riverside Park. Motion passed unanimously.  The money will be taken from the EDA Budget.
· Petro-Fund reimbursement fund policy – Two bids were submitted for the site investigation regarding the removal of the petroleum tanks on the park lots.  Lowest bidder will take care of testing, paperwork and state reimbursement for the City.  Omni Environmental at $6,967.00 and McGhie and Betts at $7,665.00.  Motion made by Member Khavari, second by Chair Brannan to award the bid to Omni Environmental in the amount of $6,967.00.  Motion passed unanimously.

· Council Retreat, March 25, 2006 – Discussion on the retreat for Saturday and what will be discussed.  The EDA is questioning if they need to have any involvement in the Comprehensive Planning and the creation of the Planning and Zoning Commission.  As the Comprehensive Plan work begins, all committees will be notified and asked to participate.  
· Trails update – Discussion on the City needing to designate trail routes within City Limits.  This is an item on the agenda for the retreat so further discussion will take place at that time.  

· EDA Sponsored Retreat – Staff is to contact Member Carlson to get the name of the individual she was going to have come and speak at an EDA sponsored retreat.  

· RFP’s for empty park lots – Staff is directed to gather information regarding submitting an RFP to send out on the two park lots across from Riverside Park.  Some items to do are to gather the legal descriptions and flood information.  The EDA needs to set up some criteria as to what they are looking for in accepting an RFP.  Will the lot generate foot traffic within Mantorville, tax revenue, keep up with the historical district?  The money that the EDA receives in the sale of those lots will go towards setting up a Revolving Loan Fund.  That is a fund that gives out loans to other businesses within the community.  The Mantorville MRA did submit a proposal to acquire the two lots in order to move historical building’s onto them to keep with the historical district.  Staff has been directed to reply to the MRA with a letter describing what the EDA is looking at as far as criteria for the sale of the lots.
· City Web Page – Karen Khavari has started working on the new Mantorville web page.  It is a slow process as she is learning the software and doesn’t have much time to give towards it during the day.  No other committee’s have responded to including a link on the new page to their web site.  The City has a target “go live” date of May 1.  When the City does go live, the other website will be removed and anything on it will also be removed.

· Farmers Market – The EDA is under the assumption that this is coming back this year.  A set of rules and guidelines have been established.  The contact person for the event is Marjorie Rapp.  Any questions and/or concerns will need to be addressed through her.  The Park Board is working on park rules and having those posted in the park.  The EDA is wondering if this is a Chamber sponsored event and what organizations are involved?  Is the EDA involved?

· Status on current empty business building – Nothing is known at this time

· Round Table discussion – 

1. Talk about expanding on Old Tyme Days by bringing in other events during the entire weekend such as vendors, music etc.  The City does not have much going on except during the fall at Marigold Days.  The EDA would like to find ways to bring more traffic into the City.  By holding other events during the year this could be possible. 

2. The Chamber is hosting an Easter Egg Hunt which will take place on April 15.  They are looking for donations from various organizations to make this successful.  The EDA will donate $75.00 and t-shirts for the kids.
