MEMBERS PRESENT: Diane Carlson, Julie Larsen, Luke Nash, Bob More and Diane Wilke

ALSO PRESENT:  Roger Petersen, Elizabeth Oolman, Sheriff Gary Thompson, Deputy Jim Trihey, Mary Ehmke, Roger Nolte, Dale Brannan and Rocky Pappenfuss

ADDITIONS/DELETIONS TO THE AGENDA:  none

MINUTES – June 23rd Meeting:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Nash to approve the Minutes as amended.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Larsen to approve payment of the Warrant list in the amount of $35,323.68.  Motion carried unanimously.

KM TELECOM – Mary Ehmke:  Ms Ehmke explained that KM Telecom is expanding their telephone service to include high speed internet and cable TV and would like to include Mantorville in their plans.   They plan to be “on line” in Dodge Center around September 1st.  Questions and discussion items concerning Mantorville’s franchise agreement (or lack of an agreement) with Mediacom were deferred to KM’s legal advisor.  KM Telecom would like to get started this fall and finish construction in the spring of 2004.  Council agreed that KM Telecom should proceed.  

DODGE COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT – Gary Thompson:  Sheriff Thompson explained several significant changes that have been instituted since his last visit to the Council.  One is that his department is now fully staffed and the other change was to scheduling of deputies to have them more visible during the daytime.  Council reiterated the safety concerns with speeders and traffic sign violations.  
Deputy Jim Trihey inquired about the schedule for demolition of the “old” water tower so that the Department can work on relocating their antennae and equipment.  Mayor Carlson will meet with Sheriff Thompson, Jim Trihey and Mark Stevens to further discuss the issue.

Mayor Carlson asked that a member of the Sheriff’s Department attend one (1) meeting each month to discuss any problems or concerns.

FIRE DEPARTMENT – Roger Nolte:  
∙ Mr. Nolte asked that the $15,000 budgeted for Fire Department truck replacement be transferred to the designated account.

∙ Motion by Member More and second by Member Wilke to have the NW siren fixed as per the price quote from Whitewater Wireless.  Motion carried unanimously.

∙ Mr. Nolte asked for clarification as to whether or not fire departments can assess taxes in order to collect unpaid firecalls?  Mr. Petersen will research the question.

∙ Jr. Firefighter program  - Mr. Petersen was asked to research whether or not a Jr. Firefighter program can be adopted if the Junior members are not paid for their services. 

∙ Council acknowledged receipt of the June 2nd and June 4th Minutes.

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:

∙ Member Nash reported that Deputy Scott Rose will attend the July 28th meeting to discuss disorderly use ordinances;

∙ Member More requested that the City Engineer take a look at John Gergen’s property located at 405 4th Street West.   
∙ Member Larsen reported that the Park Board had received notification from the DNR that their grant had been approved pending completion of several items.
RICK ERICKSON:  Mr. Erickson was present to discuss his suggestion for easing traffic congestion on 5th Street East near the intersection with Hwy 57.  Member Nash suggested angle parking on 5th Street; additional signs on Hwy 57 pointing to the Hubbell House parking lot were ideas that Council considered.  Don Pappas from the Hubbell House will be asked to attend the July 28th meeting to discuss other options.

CORRESPONDENCE/OTHER:  
∙ A letter from Mark Gamm, Dodge County Environmental, offering his assistance  and information re contracting with garbage haulers (June 23rd meeting).  The City Clerk was asked to contact Mr. Gamm for the information.
∙ hiring a seasonal parks person…due to the DCI not publishing the advertisement, the deadline will be extended to August 1st.

∙ Members Wilke, More and Mayor Carlson agreed that volumetric water billing was to start when the meter has been installed and hooked up to the transponder.

∙ acknowledged receipt of a letter from David Dripps re safety concerns along 5th Street East.

ROCKY PAPPENFUSS spoke about his concerns for speeders on 5th Street West near Slingerland Park.  He requested additional stop signs be installed at the intersection of 5th Street and West Street.  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member More to approve the request.  Motion carried with Members Larsen, More, Wilke and Mayor Carlson voting aye and Member Nash voting nay.

ADJOURN:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Nash to adjourn at 8:57 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
