There was much discussion about the infrastructure that will be needed to meet the demands of a growing City.  Items such as a larger water storage tower, street maintenance, playground equipment, drainage, curb and gutter in the downtown historical district.   Ms Carlson asked that all present write down their comments and submit them to City Hall to let the EDA what should be included in the Comprehensive Plan.

Thoughts expressed:

• Paul Larsen reminded everyone to keep green space in mind when making any decisions;

• keeping Mantorville and Kasson as separate entities;

• Karl Huppler mentioned that in prior surveys that residential and tourism were the main goals of the residents, that commercial and industrial districts were for other cities;

DODGE COUNTY EDA – Mark Hanson: Mr. Hanson explained the workings of the County EDA and that it was not formed to be in competition with any local EDA’s and that they promote networking among the Cities in the County.  

He mentioned several “big” projects that they are currently working on:

• the wind to energy project that will be built over by Claremont;

• high speed internet;

• want to help all Cities in Dodge County develop their own websites.

FARMER’S MARKET:  The was further discussion about the formation of a farmer’s market for the downtown district.  It was decided to check with the school district’s FFA organization to see if they might be interested in organizing this venture.

RESIGNATION:  Due to other commitments, Lyle Hoaglund has decided to resign from the EDA.

ADJOURN:  Motion by Commissioner Hoaglund and second by Commissioner Selle to adjourn at 8:50 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
