7. Old Business/New Business
a) Resolution 2010-07, A RESOLUTION DECLARING THAT A VACANCY EXISTS ON THE MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL 

Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Reding to accept the letter of resignation from Council Member Brannan.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Bradford to approve Resolution 2010-07, A RESOLUTION DECLARING THAT A VACANCY EXISTS ON THE MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL, with changes as requested.  Motion passed unanimously.
The City will post notice of the vacancy and accept applications until Monday, May 24, 2010 at 4:00 PM.  The Council will appoint someone at the next City Council.

b) Street Closure Request, Mantorville Saloon

Billy Glawe is putting on a Cancer Benefit Ride on June 19th.  He is requesting part of 5th Street, in front of the Saloon, to be closed off for the event.  They had 82 bikes last year.  

It is the consensus of the Council to allow no parking on the Saloon side all day, 8:00 am until 1:00 am but leave parking open on the opposite side of the street.  They are not sure if there are other events going on such as at the Opera House.  Council also requested that they watch the language used on the microphones for the event.  
Beatle Bash – the request is to close Clay Street from 4th to 5th on July 31. The event is from 4:00 pm – 11 pm.  Council approved.
Marigold Days will be the same as last year but they want to put a fence around the entire parking lot with only one way to exit.  There will be a security guard located at the exit to prevent people from leaving with their alcohol.  Council approved.
c) Ken Hill – Road Condition West Street North of 9th Street

Ken Hill lives on West Street and would like to know what it will take to get that street fixed; the potholes, frost boils, etc.  When it rains it turns to slop.  It would be nice to clean out the other side of the ditch also.  They don’t want curb and gutter and he understands there could be assessments involved if the road were blacktopped.  

Council asked that Adam go door to door to find out if everyone is interested in having it blacktopped and paying for assessments. 
They are also requesting that if gravel is put up there again like last year can they get chloride put on?  We will notify all the property owners to see if they want to pay for it like they did last year.

d) Brent Bulow – Request for Connection Fee Review

Brent is building an addition onto his home and he decided to go ahead and hook up now to City sewer instead of waiting until 2012.  He realized that there is some increase in value but not $13,000.  He knows there were others that had their connection fee significantly reduced and he would like the council to consider reducing his.  
Mayor Nash noted that there was a window of time that he had to contest the connection fee and that time has passed.  To offer a prorated amount now would not be fair to those that signed up and paid.  Motion made by Mayor Nash, second by Member Schmidt to decline to offer a reduction of the rate.  Motion passed unanimously.  
e) Resolution 2010-06 A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING ASSESSMENT OF CONNECTION FEE

Brent Bulow is requesting to have the connection fee assessed to his property instead of paying it all up front.  Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Reding to approve Resolution 2010-06, A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING ASSESSMENT OF CONNECTION FEE.  Motion passed unanimously.

f) JJ Williams – Fire Department Requests

JJ Williams, Fire Chief, is asking the Council for the following purchases;

· New Pager which was lost in grass fire – cost of $450

· Thermal Imaging Camera needs battery replacement; $150 for new battery or a new charger which is a truck charger which charges the spare battery plus the unit itself – cost is $570 and comes with a spare battery.

· Name Change from Mantorville Volunteer FD to Mantorville Fire and Rescue – cost is minimal, patches for shirts 1.32/ea for up to 200 = $264.  They won’t change all the decals on all the trucks; they will just take off “volunteer” and add new decal.  That cost is $2.25 each or a total cost of a little over $300.  There is no impact on the state Fire Marshall’s office; they just need letter of approval from City Council.  Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Bradford to approve $1,500 for pager, batteries, charger and decals.  Motion passed unanimously.   
JJ let the Council know that the State did release the training funds; they just got notification of.  One new FD member completed certification training.

g) Park Board Recommendation for Shelter Reservation Fee Adjustment 
The Park Board is recommending to the Council that we add to our fee schedule that if you reserve 5 times in any one year, the 6th time is free.  Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Reding to approve the Park Board Recommendation.  Motion passed unanimously.  
h) Approval of Consumption and Display permit for Old School Café
Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Bradford to approve the Consumption and Display permit for the Old School Café’.  Motion passed unanimously with Member Schmidt abstaining from the vote.

This is just a change in the President status of the company due to Steve going back to work.  The City has all the required paperwork for this.  Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Bradford to approve the transfer.  Motion passed unanimously.
