MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING

MONDAY, SEPTEMBER 10TH, 2001

AGENDA:  Addition of Dave Wilcox hunting request and cancellation of Duane Johnson re Dodge County EDA.

MINUTES – August 27th Meeting:  Motion by Member More and second by Mayor Carlson to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Mayor Carlson to approve payment of the Warrant List in the amount of $14,937.56.  Motion carried unanimously.

CORRESPONDENCE/OTHER:  Council reviewed the monthly Sheriff’s Department report which outlines the number of tickets and warnings issued in the City.  No action was necessary.

REQUEST TO HUNT – Dave Wilcox:  Mr. Wilcox requested permission to hunt geese on his property located south of the river but within the corporate City limits. Mr. Wilcox presented three letters from adjoining property owners expressing “no concern”.  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Wilke to grant permission.  Motion carried unanimously.

CMS INSPECTION REPORT OF 516 CLAY STREET:  As requested, Jay Kruger of CMS performed an exterior inspection of the home and sent a written report on the condition of the property owned by Mr/Mrs Harry Naatz.  The report listed several problem areas but without getting inside of the house, Mr. Kruger could not recommend condemnation.  The City Clerk was asked to contact CMS and request permission from the owners to do an interior inspection.  

CITY CLERK’S REPORT:  

• Bill Westbrook from Vertical Partners will attend the September 24th meeting;


• Jay Kruger will be asked to attend an upcoming meeting to address several billing issues;

• Member Lamphere will get in touch with Dave Young to see if he still represents the City on the Four Seasons Ice Arena joint powers board. 

• Several residents of the north end of Chestnut Street will be in attendance tonight to discuss lack of cable service;

• reminded Council that the Proposed 2002 Annual Budget must be approved at tonight’s meeting in order to be certified to the County by September 17th.

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:

• Member Lamphere complimented the Maintenance Department on their hard work in assisting with setting up Marigold Days and also in getting the City back to “normal” so fast after the weekend celebration.

• Member Larsen reported that she had received a complaint about the condition of the property at 421 Chestnut Street.  Mark Stevens will be asked to take pictures of the area.

• Both Member Larsen and Member Wilke wished to thank those persons responsible for painting the park benches located in the downtown area. Kudos!!

MAYOR’S REPORT:  
• Mayor Carlson also wished to thank the Citizen’s Group for painting the benches.  There were a lot of favorable comments from residents and visitors over the Marigold Days weekend.

• reminded Council Members that the 2nd Annual Open House will be October 9th at City Hall, the format will be similar to last years;

• suggested that 4th Street West should be closed off to thru traffic during Marigold Days.

JOINT POWERS BOARD MEMBER:  During the break, Mayor Carlson and Member Lamphere were able to contact David Young.  He will be sending a resignation letter shortly.

FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT – Roger Nolte and Dale Brannan: 

• After discussion, it was decided to table painting the interior of the Firehall until Council and a Fire Dept committee have met to discuss other improvements that need to be made to the 20 year old building;

• A letter from Masonite, the Fire Hall’s siding company was found in old files.  The company stated that the sidewalls of the Fire Dept were built with studs 24 inches on center and the warranty would only cover the siding if the stud walls were 16 inches on center;

• Mayor Carlson complimented the Firemen on a well operated firemen’s dance.  The firemen reported that John Tiedemann won the drawing for the ATV.

2002 ANNUAL BUDGET:  Mayor Carlson stated that with the elimination of HACA that the City will receive almost $23,000 less in State Aid for 2002.  She reminded the Council of several things to consider when setting the final levy.  Included were: water tower, water meters, ambulance service, SEMCAC’s request for helping fund the Dodge County bus plus others.  After much discussion and explanation, there was a motion by Member More and second by Member Wilke to approve Resolution No. 10-2001 which will certify $227,577 for the 2002 General Fund levy.  Motion carried unanimously.

BILLY GLAWE:  Mr. Glawe inquired as to who will enforce the development agreement in place for the Chestnut Street project north of 9th Street West.  Council will discuss this at a future meeting.

ADJOURN:  Motion by Member More and second by Mayor Carlson to adjourn at 8:40 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
