MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING

MONDAY, AUGUST 27TH, 2001

7:30 P.M.

Members present: Diane Carlson, Mark Lamphere, Julie Larsen & Bob More. Diane Wilke was absent.

Also present:  Mark Stevens, Bill Angerman, Roger Petersen, Randy Carlsen, Roger Nolte, Dale Brannan, Richard Hellerud, Gene Lushinsky, Paul Lushinsky, Doug Hindal, Mike Mikkalson and Ken Granlee

MINUTES – August 13th Meeting:  Motion by Member More and second by Mayor Carlson to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Member Larsen to approve payment of the Warrant List in the amount of $4,856.78.  Motion carried unanimously.

MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENT REPORT – Mark Stevens:  
• Mr. Stevens presented information and costs for adding water meters to the residential users.  About 10 commercial customers have meters in place.  Costs were estimated at $46,000 which includes the meters, receivers, software and training.  Installation would be extra.  The company will be asked to attend an upcoming Council meeting to give a demonstration of their equipment.

• 2002 Annual Budget Discussion:  Mr. Stevens recommended that the City should start setting money aside for the possible purchase of a late model used dumptruck in four or five years;

• there was discussion about the possibility of upgrading the skid loader to a bigger one with a cab and that could also be used for snowplowing, etc.  Member Lamphere suggested that since there were still monies available in the Park Dept capital improvement budget that Mark & Dave start looking at getting firm prices yet this year;

• 7th Street West will not be reconstructed this year;

• hopes to continue with the plans to televise the sewer lines and repair those that need it;

• Mayor Carlson suggested that the City should look into having a storm shelter for those persons in the RV Park;

• there was discussion about a waterway in Block 3 of Doran & Lurken’s First Addition. The resident at 820 Walnut Street contacted the Mayor inquiring as to whom is responsible for maintenance. The owner doesn’t feel that the waterway is draining properly because it’s always wet.  City Engineer Bill Angerman said that the waterway is located within a 30’ wide easement and if the water stays within those boundaries, it is doing exactly as it was designed to do.  Kevin Lubahn will be invited to a Council meeting to address the issue.

• City Attorney Roger Petersen asked the status of the items that needed to be changed or repaired in order to comply with ADA standards.  Mr. Stevens replied that the project has been completed.  He will supply photos to Mr. Petersen to close the case.

• Member Larsen thanked the maintenance department for gathering the park benches so that the Citizen’s Group could paint them.

CITY ENGINEER’S REPORT – Bill Angerman:  Mr. Angerman reported that the City should receive notice this week as to their funding status from the Minnesota Department of Health’s 2002 Drinking Water Revolving Fund Project. 

FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT – Roger Nolte and Dale Brannan:  
• Roger Nolte distributed a more detailed breakdown of the Fire Dept’s expenses for 2001 to 2002.  He explained that some of the items are paid directly by the City, such as utilities, insurance, etc. the remaining expenses require Fire Dept approval prior to being paid.  He questioned whether building maintenance should be a Fire Department budget expense or should it fall under the General Government Building department?  Dale Brannan said that the Fire Dept is setting up a committee for building maintenance.  The committee will report back with items they feel need to be fixed or replaced.  Chief Brannan again asked the Council to approve having the interior of the firehall treated and painted.  Mayor Carlson agreed saying that the building does need to be painted and suggested that the Council start a maintenance plan for all of the City’s buildings.  Motion by Member Lamphere to approve the painting project for the firehall.  Motion died for lack of a second.  Roger Petersen said that the City should receive a written bid and certificate of insurance from the painting contractor prior to the Council approving the project.  Member Larsen agreed that the work should be done.  The requested information is to be given to the City Clerk in time for the Sept 10th Council meeting. 

• Mr. Nolte has done some research on the manufacturer of the siding on the firehall and found that it’s possible the City could recover a small settlement if the proper paperwork is provided.  Mr. Petersen thinks he may have the information at his office.

CITY ATTORNEY’S REPORT- Roger Petersen:  
• Mr. Petersen researched the changes in the procedure for annexation and reported that Richard Finley’s four acres could be annexed even if its not platted.  Guidelines call for:

a) 60 days prior to the petition being presented, the owner notifies the City of their intent;

b) need a written petition from the property owner;

c) the township must be notified;

d) a public hearing must be held.

MAYOR’S REPORT:  
• discussed correspondence from Harry Naatz about the property he owns at 516 Clay Street.  Mr. Petersen suggested that condemnation proceedings would be the only recourse at this time.  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Mayor Carlson to ask Construction Management Services to do an inspection of the house and property and give a report at the September 10th meeting on any health and/or safety issues associated with the property.  Motion carried unanimously.

• discussed correspondence from the Southern Minnesota Cable Commission inviting Mantorville to become a member.  Motion by Member More that the City not become a member.  Motion died for lack of a second.  

• read an inquiry from Deb & Brian Kaslow about the possible purchase of a City lot along Hwy 57.  No action was taken at this time.

• mentioned a note to the Maintenance Department in appreciation of the clean and sanitary conditions of the park restrooms.

CITY CLERK’S REPORT:  

• the house at 16 5th Street West is now vacant and will be for sale soon;


• Dave Leth and Mark Stevens will be hosting the MWOA Section Meeting on September 12th;

• LMC Regional meetings have been scheduled, the closest one will be in Zumbrota on October 30th;

• Xcel Energy charges $200 to do an energy audit, no action taken on this matter.
