1. Meeting called to order by Chair Brannan at 5:45 PM

2. Approval of meeting minutes of August 15, 2006.  Motion made by Member Nash, second by Member Brannan to approve the minutes of August 15, 2006.  Motion passed unanimously.

3. Approval of financial report.  Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Nash to approve the financial report as written;  Bank Balance of $4,747.57, Budget of $(7,801.40), and the investment balance of $11,745.39.  Discussion on the petro fund and when the EDA could be expecting some reimbursement money.  Motion passed unanimously.

4. Discussion Items;

· Discussion on the park lots and the location in the flood plain.  Cami obtained information from the DNR on building in a flood zone/plain.  Building in the flood plain is prohibited and is regulated by the City.  Questions from the members were asked about what would happen if someone did build in the flood plain and what sort of restrictions are set on the type of structure that may be located there?  Can something be put there that is not permanent and is moveable?  Cami is to get in contact again with the DNR to find the answers.  

· Discussion regarding working with local businesses in town and find ways to offer incentives for them and any other new prospects.  

· EDA to set up as part of their budget a $2,000 matching dollar fund for advertising.  Set guidelines regarding advertising for local business and/or events, get a monthly or quarterly event to happen in town which will keep businesses open during those times, involve the whole city and advertise A LOT.  Make it to involve all citizens in the city such as the national night out which received a lot of great compliments and comments about doing something more often as a City.
