ADDITIONS/DELETIONS TO THE AGENDA:  delete Jim Maxson

MINUTES – July 28th Meeting:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Mayor Carlson to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Larsen to approve payment of the Warrant list (21,312.50) with the addition of Pay Request No. 1 to Automatic Systems Co for $21,107.10.  Motion carried with Members Larsen, Nash, More and Wilke voting aye and Mayor Carlson abstaining.  

DISCUSSION ITEM:  Jim Maxson had stated that he had installed the water main at his own expense to property located at 923 Clay Street and extended it through the vacated 10th Street to the alley and then headed north up the alley.  He feels that other new construction along Clay Street should have to pay him a connection fee instead of paying it to the City.  The City Engineer responded that once the developer has completed the water lines, they revert to the City’s ownership and thus Mr. Maxson shouldn’t be treated any different than any other developer.  The Council requests that WHKS & Co. research the water line construction for discussion at a future meeting.
MAYOR’S REPORT:

∙ She was contacted by Sue Cook from MnDOT about the Fire Department’s request for warning signs on Hwy 57.  Ms Cook said that the area is saturated with signs and some would have to be removed before more signs could be installed.
WATER TOWER PAINT COLOR:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member Larsen to approve Sahara as the paint color.  Motion carried unanimously.  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Wilke to approve black block lettering for Mantorville on the water tower.  Motion carried unanimously.
EDA MINUTES & FIRE DEPARTMENT MINUTES:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Nash to approve the July 23rd EDA Minutes and the July 7th & 9th Fire Department Minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

HIRING OF PARK DEPARTMENT EMPLOYEE:  Consensus of the Council was to not fill the position at this time.
CITY CLERK’S REPORT:  
∙ reported that five (5) parking spaces had been lost due to the change to angle parking along 5th Street West
COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:  


∙ Member Nash will not be at the August 25th meeting;
∙ Member Larsen reported that the Park Board has received a request to place a park bench along the River as a memorial;

∙ Member Larsen also said that the Park Board will be helping do clean-up after the Marigold Days parade is over.

DODGE COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT – Gary Thompson & Jim Trihey, antenna on the water tower discussion con’t from July 28th Meeting:  Council decided to charge $1 - $10/year just to have a paper trail and to ask the County Attorney to draw up a lease between the County and City.

MAYOR’S REPORT:

∙ Mayor Carlson discussed the importance of providing “new” Council Members with information pertaining to Council meetings, Conditional Use Permits, Variances, etc.  She also distributed job descriptions for the Mayor and Council Members and asked that Council review the information for discussion at the August 25th meeting.

BUDGET DISCUSSION:  
∙ Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Larsen to advertise Request for Proposals (RFP’s) for legal services.  Motion carried with Mayor Carlson and Members Larsen & Nash voting aye and Members More & Wilke voting nay.

ANNUAL FIRE DEPARTMENT/TOWNSHIP CONTRACTS:  City Clerk is to set up a meeting with the three (3) Township Boards.
GREG NELSON – Zoning Ordinance questions:  Mr. Nelson was interested in purchasing several lots in the City and was curious as to what was allowed.

FIRE DEPARTMENT RELIEF ASSOCIATION ANNUAL LIQUOR LICENSE REQUEST – Joe Waugh:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member More to approve the request for the Firemen’s Dance.  Motion carried unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS:  

∙ Member Nash met with Mark Gamm regarding the garbage hauler issue;

∙ Council was told that Bigelow had withdrawn his request to connect sewer lines from outside of the City to the City’s wastetreatment plant;

∙ decided that the fire contracts with the three Townships should be raised $5.00 per address for the first year and $2.50 for the following two (2) years.

∙ budget discussions began
