Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order at 7:35 PM by Mayor Carlson.

Motion made by Member Nash, second by Member Nord to accept the consent agenda as written.  Motion passes unanimously

G. Motion made by Member Carlson, second by Member Abel to accept the warrant list in the amount of $17,173.37.  A request by Member Brannan to have Cami take a look at the phone bill’s and bring back an itemization of the dollars spent for the next Council meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.

E. TBD  2.  City Clerks Report:  Cami brought up a citizens concern for the newly passed dog ordinance that allows less than 3 dogs at one residence.  Three or more would be considered a kennel which is not allowed in the City.  The resident currently has three dogs and has had them for some time.  She always has them licensed each year and the City has not received any complaints on them.  There are other residents in the City that have come in to renew their dog licenses and have done so with three dogs.  Motion made by Member Nash stating that those who had their animals before the passing of the new ordinance would be grand fathered in.  But any new or current residents that decide to own more than two dogs would be in violation of the current ordinance.  Motion was second by Mayor Carlson.  Motion passed with Member Nash, Carlson, Abel and Nord voting for and Member Brannan voting against.

H. C.  Old Business - Ron Alberts, water tower property:  The Council has not made a decision to sell the land at this time.  When they do, they will put Mr. Alberts offer under advisement.  The Council will pursue the idea of selling the land during the retreat scheduled for April 16, 2005.

D.  New Business   2.  Council Retreat Agenda, April 16, input:  The Council reviewed the draft copy.  Member Brannan will make updates and forward a copy to Mayor Carlson and Cami Reber to review and post.

E.  TBD  3.  Council Members report:  Motion made by Member Abel to change council meeting times to 6:00 PM.  Motion made by Member Nash to amend the motion to 6:30 PM.  Motion was second by Member Carlson.  Motion passed unanimously to change the City Council Meeting time to 6:30 PM.  Cami will check on the requirements for posting the change.  

Member Nord requested that we add Dave Brekke to the next Council agenda for discussion on the water problem on his property and his proposal to fix it.  Member Nord will contact Mr. Brekke regarding the meeting.

I. New Business - 1.  Variance Request, Terry Sell:  The public meeting was opened at 8:04 PM.  The purpose of the public meeting is to discuss the issue with Mr. Sell replacing the old garage structure that was destroyed by fire.  Mr. Sell is proposing a 40x42 size garage.  The general purpose of the building is to work on personal things, minimal trailer and truck repair, possible storage of fertilizer on occasion and to be able to work on things out of the sun.  Mr. Sell submitted plans for an attached garage, whereas the original plans were for a detached garage.  The plans were approved and signed for by the Mantorville Restoration Association.
Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Nate to close the public hearing.

Discussion – Mayor Carlson referenced the new plans showing an attached garage instead of the previous detached garage.  The reason for the public hearing was because a detached garage would require a variance due to the size.  If the plans show an attached garage, the variance is not needed.  Motion made by Member Carlson to table the request until the next meeting so they would have time to consult with the City Attorney regarding the wording and requirements in the zoning ordinance.  Cami is to contact Lee Bjorndal, City Attorney, to get his input on the use.  Motion was second by Member Abel.  Motion passed unanimously.
