MANTORV ILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING

MONDAY, JULY 23RD, 2001

7:30 P.M.

The regularly scheduled meeting of the Mantorville City Council was held on July 23rd, 2001.

Members present:  Diane Carlson, Mark Lamphere, Julie Larsen and Bob More; Diane Wilke was absent

Also present:  Roger Petersen, Bill Angerman, Ron Pederson, Gene Lushinsky & Dale Brannan

Mayor Carlson called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.

APPROVAL/CHANGES TO THE AGENDA:  
1) addition of temporary liquor license for the Firemen’s Dance

MINUTES – July 9th Meeting:  Motion by Member More and second by Mayor Carlson to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Member Larsen to approve payment of the Warrant List in the amount of $23,155.75.  Motion carried unanimously.

CITY ENGINEER’S REPORT – Bill Angerman: 

• Chestnut Street, between 9th and the City limits, has its first layer of blacktop; 

• gave a progress report on the townhome project on 7th Street West

• reported that the City has been placed on the MN Dept of Health’s 2002 Drinking  Water Revolving Fund Project Priority List which establishes eligibility  and priority for obtaining a low interest drinking water revolving fund loan.  The project has also been placed on the 2002 Intended Use Plan which identifies which projects can be funded in the coming year.  However, the City ranked 244th out of 262 projects.  

• met with the DNR for floodway information for the MantorMart expansion project

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS: 

• Member Larsen brought up traffic concerns going thru the RV Park.  “No Thru Traffic” signs are posted at both entries but drivers continue to use the street as a shortcut, sometimes at high speeds.  Mark Stevens will be asked to research speed bumps that could be bolted to the street then removed for snowplowing.

• Member More asked the status of the Alexander project on the corner of 5th Street and Main Street.  The City Clerk reported on a conversation she had had recently with Kristen Alexander.  Due to higher than expected construction costs, the project will not be built this year.  Discussion followed about the impact on the TIF District.  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Lamphere that based on the fact that the Alexander’s plans have changed and they will not be meeting the deadlines as agreed to in the TIF Development Agreement, that they be considered in default and the contract will terminate if they do not proceed.  Motion carried unanimously.  City Attorney Roger Petersen will send a letter to the Alexander’s to let them know of the Council’s decision.

CORRESPONDENCE/OTHER:  
• Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Member Larsen to approve the expenditure for Mayor Carlson to attend the Mayor’s Conference in Crookston in September.  Motion carried unanimously.

• It was noted that there were no speeding tickets or stop sign violations written for June.

• Motion by Member More and second by Mayor Carlson to table any action regarding a letter from SEMCAC until further information can be obtained.  Motion carried unanimously.

CITY CLERK’S REPORT:
• discussion about the Chestnut Street improvement project assessments between 7th Street and 9th Street.

RON PEDERSON – lot split at 620 Walnut Street:  James Franck, 614 Walnut Street, wishes to quit claim deed the northerly 5.50 feet of the South 33 feet of Lot Seven (7), Block Four (4), Franks Mantor’s Addition to Ron and Deb  Pederson.  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Lamphere to approve Resolution 09-2001 approving an application to subdivide a platted city lot as requested.  Motion carried unanimously.

FIRE DEPARTMENT – Gene Lushinsky:  
• Mr. Lushinsky explained that the firemen prefer not to include mandatory attendance at Council meetings in their by-laws.  Council agreed that it should be a policy instead.  Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Member Larsen to delete that mention from the July 9th approved Council meeting minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

• several changes to Ordinance No. 93 “An Ordinance Providing for the Establishment of a Volunteer Fire Department and Making Rules and Regulations for the Government of the Same” were discussed including:

a) changing the due date of the Fire Department’s annual budget from December to July of each year (Section 3.c.)

b) eliminating the maximum retirement age (Section 5.b.)

c) adding a section permitting the Fire Dept to establish a Junior Firefighter program with a minimum age of 16.

Action on the changes was tabled for further information.

• 2002 Annual Budget – Mr. Lushinsky explained that the state has mandated the City to contribute $3,745 toward the retirement benefits of the Firemen for this year; also, the Fire Dept would like to be notified as to the final budget allowance for the year 2002.

FIRE DEPARTMENT – Dale Brannan:  

• suggested several maintenance items needed for the Firehall 

a) interior of the firehall be washed and painted at a cost of $4,000;

b) door seals on overhead doors should be replaced;

c) eave troughs need to be cleaned out.

• asked the status of the lawsuit involving the siding company – Mr. Petersen said that the company is in bankruptcy so there probably wouldn’t be any resolution

• Mayor Carlson suggested the possibility of a fundraiser to pay for the maintenance, she will contact the Citizen’s group for input 

MAYOR’S REPORT: 
• reported on a recent meeting with Vertical Partners, Mr. Petersen will review the partnership agreement for further discussion at the August 13th Council meeting

TEMPORARY LIQUOR LICENSE – Fire Department:  Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Member Larsen to approve the license for the Firemen’s Dance on Sept 8th.  Motion carried unanimously.

CITY ATTORNEY’S REPORT- Roger Petersen:
• plans to redo the snowmobile ordinance at the same time while working on an ATV ordinance; Member
 Larsen gave him Dodge Center’s ATV ordinance to use as a reference;

• requested names and mailing addresses of the property owners who have not responded to letters about possible violations of the Debris Ordinance.

CITY CLERK’S REPORT con’t:  
• requested clarification about sidewalks – whose responsibility to maintain??  Council concurred that adjacent property owners can remove or replace a sidewalk on their boulevard if it is in need of repair.


• budget items were discussed

ADJOURN:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member More to adjourn at 9:40 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
