MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING
MONDAY, APRIL 26TH, 2004

2004 LOCAL BOARD OF REVIEW – Dave Meek, County Assessor:  Mr. Meek distributed fact sheets comparing 2003 and 2004 assessment data.  The number of sales increased from 11 to 24; the value went from $1,803,700 to $3,456,000; average sales price for 2004 was $144,000.  He also explained that the market value of farm land increased 19% throughout the County.  As there were no citizens in attendance to discuss their property valuations and/or taxes, the Board of Review was closed at 7:30 p.m.
ADDITIONS/DELETIONS TO THE AGENDA:  add Bill Angerman, Nancy Bauman and Brian Kaslow

MINUTES – April 12th meeting:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Brannan to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Nash to approve payment of the Warrant list in the amount of $15,765.73.  Motion carried unanimously.

BRIAN KASLOW – use of Riverside Park:  Representing the Historic Tourism Association, Mr. Kaslow was requesting the use of Riverside Park on Tuesday afternoons beginning May 18th to have a flea market in conjunction with the existing Farmer’s market.  Member Larsen inquired about insurance, Mayor Carlson suggested that the tourism group meet with the EDA and Park Board to let them know what’s going on.  Motion by Member Brannan and second by Member Nash to approve use of the park contingent upon who will be sponsoring it and that the location has been approved by the EDA and Park Board.  Motion carried unanimously.
MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENT REPORT – Dave Leth:  Mayor Carlson explained that the Council would like to be kept current on the happenings around town and would appreciate a minimal report from the Maintenance Department to make them aware of water line breaks, pot holes, etc.  Mayor Carlson also mentioned that because of the Maintenance Department’s expanding work, that Council will be exploring adding staff, possibly in 2005.  The City Clerk was asked to set up an online mail box to keep Council current on events around the City.  There was discussion about the inflow and infiltration problems.  Member Brannan asked for input about where the 10 Sesquicentennial seedlings should be planted.
CITY ENGINEER’S REPORT – Bill Angerman:  
∙ Mr. Angerman discussed storm water run-off and explained how other cities handle the problem.  Consensus of the Council was to adopt a policy prior to adopting an Ordinance or Resolution as suggested by Mr. Angerman.  

MR/MRS DARYL YODER – campground concerns:  They have concerns about the speeding through the campground and also about those who ignore the signs and use the campground as a shortcut.  Member Larsen suggested that the Council vacate the portion of Blanch Street that goes through the campground.  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Larsen to erect a gate at the southern entrance plus vacate the Street.  Motion carried unanimously.

NANCY BAUMAN – Mantor Village Townhome Association:  reported that a row of trees that belong to the Association were actually planted on City property near the ballpark parking lot.  The Association requests to put a landscaping plan together to maintain and replace several of the trees.  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Larsen to authorize the Mantorville Village Townhome Association to care for and replace the trees as it deems necessary contingent upon periodic notification to the Council.  Motion carried unanimously.

DODGE COUNTY ENVIRONMENTAL - Mark Gamm & Dean Schrandt:  Mr. Gamm and Mr. Schrandt were present to explain the results of water quality testing on the Zumbro River near the dam.  They reported that some limits have exceeded fecal colioform bacteria standards but that is fairly common in almost any stream in the area.  Mr. Schrandt explained that during dry periods, mal-functioning septic tanks can be the major cause and during wet periods, run-off from farm fields can be the major contributor. 

JOE WAUGH – Safeway Insurance: 

∙  Mr. Waugh explained tort limits and asked the Council if they wished to waive the limits again for 2004 coverage.  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Brannan to reject the waiver.  Motion carried unanimously.

∙ Mr. Waugh stated that whoever sponsors the Farmer’s Market is responsible for the insurance;
∙ reported that the EDA has never had insurance coverage; it’s possible to get on the City’s policy

∙ He was not sure if the joint powers board for the Four Season’s Arena was covered

CITY CLERK’S REPORT: 


∙ showed that John Hazuka dropped off two (2) additional photos for City Hall;


∙ explained a little bit about the Work Force Development Center and what it had to offer;

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:


∙ Member Brannan gave an update on the happenings of the Sesquicentennial committee;

∙ Member Larsen reported that 22 people had cleaned up the brush and debris at Riverside Park;

∙ Member Larsen has met with the Rendezvous Committee to determine the boundaries that can be fenced off in Riverside Park;

∙ Member Nash gave a brief update on events, past and future, at the Four Seasons Arena

MAYOR’S REPORT:


∙ reviewed some ideas for her newspaper article;


∙ distributed information about overtime hours of the three (3) staff;

∙ Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Nash to accept the Fire Department Minutes.  Motion carried unanimously.

CORRESPONDENCE/OTHER:

∙ letter from KM Telecom explaining that the new cable system will probably not be operational until October;

∙ itemized legal invoices as requested;

∙ disorderly use Ordinance will be a May 10th discussion item;

∙ Member Brannan would like to see a follow up work session to continue what was started at the April 12th meeting

FOOD FOR THOUGHT – from Mayor Carlson:  Would the Council ever consider purchasing the mobile home park for development?
