MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING

MONDAY, JANUARY 8TH, 2001

7:30 P.M.

The regularly scheduled meeting of the Mantorville City Council was held on January 8th, 2001.

Members present: Diane Carlson, Mark Lamphere Julie Larsen, Diane Wilke and Bob More

Also present: City Attorney Roger Petersen, Randy Carlson, City Engineer Bill Angerman, Mark Stevens, Andrea Brannan, Geri & Steve Ciarla, Dale Brannan, Scott Singfiel and Dick Swenke

Mayor Carlson called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.

OATH OF OFFICE:  The Oath of Office was administered to newly elected Council Member Julie Larsen, and reelected Mayor Diane Carlson and Council Member Bob More.

MAINTENANCE DEPARTMENT REPORT – Mark Stevens:  
• Mr. Stevens suggested that the 2-way radio at City Hall be programmed to match the Fire Dept, he will contact Whitewater Wireless to arrange it;

• would like to replace the 386 computer at the treatment plant with a reconditioned one that will run all of the monthly reports – Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Member More to spend up to $500 to replace the computer.  Motion carried unanimously.

• cost to replace the overhead garage door on the grader shed would be $2,883 (includes installation and an opener) – Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member Lamphere to approve the request.  Motion carried unanimously.

• Dredging of the river – Mr. Stevens said that now would be the time to get started on the paperwork if the Council wanted to proceed for this year.  To dredge the north channel of the river 5’ deep by 50’ wide would cost $21,000 - $25,000.  Member More suggested that he would like to see a group of residents get organized to raise funds for the project.  Mayor Carlson said that she would present it at the January 29th Planning Task Force meeting.  Meanwhile she asked for two volunteers from the Council to start working on the project.  Member Larsen volunteered.

PARKING REGULATIONS DURING SNOW REMOVAL PERIOD:  There was much discussion on the problems and issues that have come up this winter because of the amount and frequency of the snowfalls.  It was decided that Sheriff Weber be asked to attend the January 22nd meeting to discuss the ordinance.

PLACEMENT OF NO PARKING SIGNS ON 5TH STREET EAST:  After considerable discussion, there was a motion by Member Wilke and second by Member Larsen to proceed with putting up the “no parking” signs next to the building housing the Chocolate Shop and to notify Mr. Nash that the pop machines would have to be relocated by January 17th, 2001 so that the signs would be visible to the drivers.  Motion carried unanimously.

MINUTES – December 11th, 2000:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member More to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Lamphere to approve payment of the Warrant List in the amount of $19,783.87.  Motion carried unanimously.

VACANCY ON THE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY:  Mayor Carlson recommended that Member Lamphere be appointed to the EDA.  Motion by Member More and second by Member Wilke to approve the appointment.  Motion carried unanimously.

ANNUAL LIQUOR LICENSE RENEWAL:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Lamphere to approve renewing the liquor licenses for the Hubbell House and the Mantorville Saloon pending submittal of their certificates of insurance.  Motion carried unanimously.

SEMCAC BUS:  The Dodge County Commissioners requested a contribution to help support the SEMCAC bus service.  Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Member Wilke to donate $500 for the year 2001. Motion carried.

CITY CLERK’S REPORT:  Yaggy Colby resubmitted an invoice for $500 for the official zoning map for the City.  The Council feels that the work has not been completed and denied the request for payment.  

CITY ATTORNEYS’ REPORT:  Mr. Petersen suggested that the antenna lease agreement with 21st Century Wireless be renegotiated when the term has expired.  

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:  
• Member Lamphere reported that some of the cars have been removed from the Johnson’s property.  He will talk with them about complying with the ordinance.  Mayor Carlson said that the City should have a plan of action to contact ALL violators of the “debris” ordinance.  The Council will address the problem in depth at the March 26th meeting.

STEVE & GERI CIARLA:  They will be moving a house onto 917 Blanch Street and requested that the water & sewer connection fees be waived because there was an existing home on the property several years ago.  Council consensus was that the fees need to be paid.

• Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Member Wilke to appoint Roger Petersen as the CITY ATTORNEY.  Motion carried unanimously.

• Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Mayor Carlson to appoint WHKS & Co. as the CITY ENGINEER.  Motion carried unanimously.

• Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Mayor Carlson to appoint John Nelson as the CITY AUDITOR.  Motion carried unanimously.

• Motion by Member More and second by Member Wilke to appoint Mark Lamphere as ACTING MAYOR.  Motion carried unanimously.

• Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Member Wilke to appoint Member More and Member Larsen to the Water & Sewer Department committee.  Motion carried unanimously.

• Motion by Member More and second by Mayor Carlson to appoint Member Wilke and Member Lamphere to the Fire Department committee.  Motion carried unanimously.

• Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member Larsen to appoint Member More and Member Lamphere to the Street Department committee.  Motion carried unanimously.

• Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Member Wilke to appoint Member More and Mayor Carlson to the Personnel committee.  Motion carried unanimously.

DICK SWENKE – Zoning Ordinance:  Mr. Swenke requested setback information for a unique piece of property located at 203 3rd Street West.  Council suggested that he apply for a Variance.

MAYOR’S REPORT:  
• Mayor Carlson asked whether or not the City should have a “severe winter weather” plan in case employees were unable to travel to their homes;  

• An LMC video about Building Quality Communities was shown;

• whether or not the City Clerk’s job description should include secretary to the EDA.  Member More suggested that the City Clerk should be compensated for participation in City sponsored committees or meetings.  Further discussion at the next meeting.
