Amended Resolution 2006-04, a resolution approving the appointment of election judges for the primary and general elections.

Mayor Carlson:  I am calling to order the emergency City Council meeting, August 16, 2006, at 6:31 PM. The purpose of this meeting is to consider Resolution 2006-04, a resolution approving the appointment of election judges for the primary and general elections. In addition, before we consider the resolution, there is a memorandum from Cami. I will give each person, just a quick moment to read that. It explains what she had done as a result of Monday night, at our regular City Council meeting discussion, when we considered the previous resolution. Essentially, a summary memorandum apologizes for the confusion and summarizes the conversations 

she has had with the County Auditor, as far as clearing that up. And in addition, if you look at your list, James Jencks would also like to be an election judge, although, he has not completed the required training.  The training can be provided by Cami. There will be no additional judge training sessions between now and the elections, apparently. In the event James Jencks is listed, in the event they need him for an emergency, Mantorville only requires four (4).
And so, in addition, I would like to call to every Council Member’s attention that Cami is asking that the Council, that if at any time during her time as City Clerk, has questions or doubts as to the way she is performing her job duties that you call her directly and express those concerns. Her job consists of many duties in different areas, and although she tries to keep up with things. There are times when she is not aware of what she needs to deal with. And she is concerned about that. 

So, without further ado, if anyone has questions on the memorandum, I am going to ask the Council to consider this amended Resolution 2006-2004 [04], a resolution approving the appointment of election judges for the primary and general elections. I will read the resolution. Whereas, the City of Mantorville will be holding a State Primary Election on Tuesday, September 12, 2006  and a General Election on Tuesday, November 7, 2006; and whereas, in accordance with Minnesota Statute 204B.21, Subd. 2, the City Council of the City of Mantorville [Minnesota] shall appoint Election Judges for the State Primary Election on Tuesday, September 12, 2006 and the General Election on Tuesday, November 7, 2006; Now therefore, be it resolved, by the City Council of the City of Mantorville to appoint the following persons to serve as Election Judge and Head Election Judge:
