7. Old Business/New Business
a) Joe Waugh – LMCIT Insurance Renewal – Pulled
a)  DCTA  
Jane Olive and Dick Leonard were present to follow up with the Council on local trails and to answer any questions.  They have not heard back on the Legacy Grant yet but the total cost of that project is roughly $80,000.  Approximately $60,000 would be grant monies and the remaining amount would be a match.  
On June 29 @ 9:00 am, a walking tour of the City sponsored by the Department of Health.  It is the SHIP Program, State Health Improvement Program.  They will meet at the County Seat Café beginning @ 8:00 am with the tour to start at 9:00 am.    
Legacy Grant is for roughly $60,000; the total project is $80,000

b) 4th of July Group  
Karla Webster is representing the group this year.  This is the second annual 4th of July event.  They are requesting the following street closures; 
· 5th street from the Alley by the Opera House through the intersection of Clay to the alley by the mansion; also Clay Street from 5th to 4th Street for the children’s activities and a parade.    
Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Reding to approve those street closings from 8:00 am until 8:00 pm.  A friendly amendment was made by Member Nash that those that live on 4th Street be notified of the closing.  Motion passed unanimously.  
c) Rendezvous Celebration Street Closure Request – pulled (No one came for this.  It might have been meant to be the 4th of July Street Closure Request)
d) Approval of Bryce Gunderson to the Mantorville EDA 
Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Reding to approve Bryce Gunderson to the Mantorville Economic Development Authority.  Motion passed unanimously.    
e) West Street Road Conditions 
Estimates from June 2008 for the West Street Road Project which included curb and gutter was $125,000.  Tim Hruska, WHKS Engineer, noted that there are wetlands on the west side of the road and that delineation cost is not included in the $125,000.  Council discussed how best to proceed.  The cost now could be at about $150,000.  We need to review our ordinance and come up with some preliminary numbers; possibly separate out he curb and gutter piece.  Mayor Nash made the recommendation that the Infrastructure Committee work with WHKS and the residents to come up back with a plan.

f) Mantor Drive Sewer Project Bid Award
Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Schmidt to approve Resolution 2010-09, A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING BIDS AND AWARDING CONTRACT FOR MANTOR DRIVE SEWER EXTENSION PROJECT.  The low bid was received from Ellingson Drainage Companies out of West Concord MN.  The bid is $441,083.75.  Council awarded the contract to them.  Motion passed unanimously.  

Tim Hruska, WHKS, submitted a proposed connection fee summary and discussed the fees listed with the Council.  This is only proposed based on the City receiving the TMDL grant.  The Council is still looking at a 60/40 split in the cost.    
g) EDA  Meeting Minutes
Council questioned the EDA spending $1,000 for a new website.  Why don’t they work with another city group that already has a website?  If they are going to market businesses on a website are those businesses contributing to that $1,000?  
Discussion from Council about the $375 expense.  They feel it should be split between other groups.  Council acknowledges the minutes but that the EDA is fully funding certain things and there could potentially be other groups sharing in the cost.  EDA should maybe look at sharing in the Chamber website.
