MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING
MONDAY, JUNE 9TH, 2003

MEMBERS PRESENT:  Diane Carlson, Julie Larsen, Luke Nash, Bob More and Diane Wilke

ADDITIONS/DELETIONS TO THE AGENDA:  add Dan Ziebell and Kristen Alexander

MINUTES – May 12th Meeting:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member More to approve the amended Minutes.  (note:  Council’s consensus was to eliminate one (1) parking space from the corners of 5th Street and Hwy 57 to ease the visibility issue.)  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Mayor Carlson to approve payment of the Warrant list in the amount of $145,157.43.  Motion carried with Mayor Carlson and Members Larsen, Nash and Wilke voting aye and Member More abstaining.

APPLICATION FOR ON-SALE INTOXICATING LIQUOR AND SUNDAY LIQUOR LICENSE – Relay Station:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Larsen to grant the licenses for the Relay Station at 421 Clay Street.  Motion carried with Mayor Carlson and Members Larsen, Nash and More voting aye and Member Wilke voting nay.
OLDE TYME DAYS – Darren Durst:  Mr. Durst reported that because the KM Jaycees were non-existent that he would be overseeing the tractor pull and other events in the park for June 22nd, 2003.  He said that it would be operated in the same manner as before and he was requesting use of Riverside Park, bleachers, fire hose, electricity and trash receptacles.  He presented a Certificate of Insurance for the event.

FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT – Roger Nolte:  
∙ requested ratification of the Zumbro Valley Mutual Aid Association’s Mutual Aid agreement that was signed by the Chief’s of all member cities.  Motion by Member More and second by Member Nash to ratify the 5-year agreement as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

∙ New member:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Wilke to approve Chuck Larsen as a new firefighter.  Motion carried unanimously.

∙ Minutes:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member More to accept the May 5th/7th Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

LGA REDUCTIONS:  Recent information shows that Mantorville will receive $28,461 less LGA dollars which equates to 11.6% of the anticipated amount.  

5TH STREET EAST TRAFFIC CONCERNS – Kathy Adams:  Ms Adams expressed her concerns about the additional traffic that will be generated by the new subdivisions east of the City limits.  She stated that speed seems to be the biggest factor and would like the Council to continue to pressure law enforcement into monitoring the traffic along 5th.  She also said that because there are no shoulders along 5th Street East the pedestrian walk or bike on the roadway and additional vehicle traffic will only make the road more unsafe.  Member Wilke said that she would like to see a resolution to this continued problem and that the complaints to the Sheriff’s office go unheard.  Mayor Carlson will meet with Sheriff Thompson next week.
DODGE COUNTY HISTORICAL SOCIETY – Dick Leonard:  Mr. Leonard was present to update the Council on the Rendezvous planned for September 27th and 28th in Riverside Park.  He will present a Certificate of Insurance to the City before the event.

The Council thanked Mr. Leonard for mowing and tending to the property and vegetation adjacent to the trails.  

MAYOR’S REPORT:


∙ reminded that the LMC conference is next week in St. Cloud;

∙ the SMLM board of directors met and will be working on developing a small booklet to give to new Council members after elections;

∙ the next SMLM general membership meeting will be July 29th in Winona;

∙ Community Summit group will reconvene on June 12th and Mayor Carlson plans to bring up the idea of exploring a fire district

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:

∙  Member Larsen reported that she had received several phone calls concerning Bigelow Enterprises request to connect 18 rural homes into the City’s waste treatment plant.  Also, the additional vehicular traffic that would be generated caused great concerns to the callers.
CITY CLERK’S REPORT:


∙  mylar copies of Edgewood Estates subdivision were ready for signatures;


∙ thanked the KM Lions Club for painting the curbs yellow to show the no parking areas;


∙ reminded Council of the June 23rd Public Hearing re garbage haulers;


∙ time to start working on the 2004 annual budget;


∙ speed bump was in place in the RV Park at the entry nearest to the Mantor Mart.

ORDINANCE NO. 157 – An Ordinance Establishing and Regulating a Water Meter System for the City of Mantorville, Minnesota, Providing Penalties for the Violation Thereof, and Amending Ordinance No. 131:  Mr. Petersen presented an amended draft of the Ordinance for Council review.  Motion by Member More and second by Member Wilke to readopt the Ordinance as amended.  The Mayor stated that the fact that the City retains ownership of the water meter gives the City  authority to force residents to use a licensed plumber as stated in the Ordinance.  Motion carried unanimously.
CANCELLATION OF TIF DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT – Kristen Alexander and Dan Ziebell:  Ms Alexander has recently sold the property at 1 5th Street East and requests that the Council and EDA agree to cancel the TIF development agreement that was signed on June 1st, 1998.  Member Wilke stated that she was not it favor of pursuing legal action and Members Larsen and More agreed.  Mr. Petersen suggested that the Council direct the EDA to also sign the release.  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Wilke to accept the cancellation agreement and direct the EDA to sign the cancellation agreement also.  Motion carried unanimously.
COUNCIL MEMBER REPORTS CON’T:  
∙ Member Nash asked the status of the disorderly use ordinance; Mr. Petersen asked if the Council really wants to get involved with licensing and inspecting rental units?  Member Nash will invite Deputy Scott Rose to an upcoming meeting to discuss the purpose of the Ordinance. Mr. Petersen suggested that Claremont’s ordinance might be very costly to enforce.

∙ Member Wilke reported that she has received complaints from neighbors of the John Gergen property reporting that there are no silt fences in place to control erosion, that now there is a gravel drive going to the river, that a culvert has been installed under that driveway and that Mr. Gergen is depositing his brush onto the neighbor’s property.  She is reporting this information to the Council because the neighbor’s are too scared to file a complaint.  Mayor Carlson asked  the City Clerk to get phone numbers and contacts for the DNR, the MPCA and County Environmental.
∙ Member Larsen gave a Park Board report – Motion by Member Nash and second by Member More to accept the May 15th Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.  Member Larsen distributed a letter from the Park Board addressed to Mr. Petersen concerning several legal questions and issues that have recently come up.  Mr. Petersen will address the questions at the June 23rd meeting.  
∙ Member Larsen asked the Mayor to appoint Wendy Claseman and Michael Doran as new Park Board members and to accept the resignation of Diane Wilke from the Park Board.

∙ Member Larsen also stated that the Friends of the Park is a non-profit group being formed to fundraise and accept donations for the playground equipment replacement project.

Because of issues facing the Park Board, Mayor Carlson questioned Mr. Petersen on what he felt was his position/function as the City Attorney.  She reminded him that because the Council does not always know the questions to ask, they rely on him to provide them with the necessary information to avoid conflicts.  Mr. Petersen agreed to be more proactive  and try to anticipate any problems before they arise.  
MAYOR’S REPORT:


∙ power point presentation tabled until the June 23rd meeting;

∙ asked that the employee’s performance evaluations be turned in for discussion at the June 23rd meeting

ADJOURN:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Larsen to adjourn at 9:30 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
