MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

1. Call to Order – Mayor Gall called the meeting to order at 6:32 p.m.

2. Pledge of Allegiance 

3. Additions/Deletions to agenda – None

4. Consent Agenda/Correspondence

Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Nash to approve the consent agenda as written.  Motion passed unanimously.

5. Public Concerns 

Don McKenzie, 320 Bergmann Drive, inquired with the Council on the status of the sewer line extension to the Mantor Bergmann Drive area.  (A public meeting has been set up for this.  The discussion took place under the Clerks Report.)  

6. Old Business/New Business

a) FEMA Projects: 5th Street culvert, Covered Bridge

Tim Hruska, WHKS, was present to discuss the plans on the last two FEMA projects and get approval to go out for quotes.  The covered bridge abutment project timeframe is around the first of the New Year.  Typically, bridge companies work through the winter.  For the 5th Street culvert, a meeting will need to take place with the State Historical architect, MRA and staff to review the plans.  Tim is hoping to be able to bring the quotes back to the October 13th Council meeting.  Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Nash to approve WHKS to obtain quotes on the 5th Street Culvert and the Covered Bridge Abutment repair with the approval being based on the input from SHPO and the MRA on the culvert project.  Motion passed unanimously.  The current plans include a one year warranty versus 2 years.  Is the Council ok with that or do they want the 2 year?  Tim is to check with FEMA on their requirements.
b) Joint Venture Agreement

Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Nash to approve the Joint Ventures Agreement between the KM School District, City of Kasson and City of Mantorville.  A friendly amendment was made by Member Jencks to change the date at the top to September 22, 2008.  Motion passed unanimously.

c) Dale Brannan – MFD

Dale is requesting that signs be put up along the alley in the back of the Fire Hall stating that there is no parking allowed.  He noted that during Marigold days there was parking done that should not have been done and a semi that parked there the previous week.  Matt Brekke has the signs and the Council directed him to install them.  A sign will be put along the south side of the new driveway next to the RV Park.
Dale also informed the Council that new Member, Eric Habberstad, had to decline member ship in the Fire Department due to personal reasons.  

d) Fire Truck Bid Specs

Chuck Larson and Russ Lucas are reviewing the Fire Truck bid specs.  The City received 5 bids with Clarey’s submitting an additional 3 option bids.  Chuck and Russ are currently reviewing the bids.  They will then take their findings and recommendation to the Truck Committee and come back to the Council for final presentation and approval.  Member Jencks suggested the FD use a point system in rating the specs.  This might be better utilized by those not familiar with Fire Truck specs.  It was also noted that before the Fire Department come to the City with their recommendation, that have in place financing options.  Chuck will work with Cami on this.  Mike Bubany will most likely be pulled into the picture for this.
e) Vacation of City Street

After additional discussion on the tabled discussion for the street vacation of Bluff and Jefferson, motion made by Member Nash, second by Member Reding to table this indefinitely.  This is not a good time to do this and we need to continue to look at things.  It was noted by staff that according to the City attorney, you cannot reserve an easement for a utility that isn’t currently there.  You also cannot reserve an easement for recreational use.  Once you vacate, you give up all rights to that.  Vacating also gives the two adjacent property owners one half each of the vacated street.  If a property owner lives at the end of that street and does not own the land on either side, the property owner would be required to obtain permission from the two adjoining owners.  Motion passed unanimously.

f) 2009 Budget

Tabled until the next meeting.  Finance met with the Fire Department and received their replacement schedule for trucks.  Mayor Gall has input this into the budget spreadsheet.  Member Brannan was on travel for work and could not be at this meeting.  She has several items for consideration on the budget.  This will be on the agenda for the next meeting.

a) Public Works Report

Matt submitted his public works report.  

b) City Clerk Report 

TNT Public Hearing set – The City Council will change their December 8th regular meeting to December 10th.  Because the KM School district has December 8 set for their TNT date, the City cannot hold theirs the same date.  Motion made by Mayor Gall, second by Member Nash to approve December 10, 2008 as the TNT date and the December 17, 2008 as the continuation date.  The final levy will be approved at the regularly scheduled December 22, 2008 meeting.
Ordinance 160 – after discussing the complaint by Rich Balcome at the previous Council meeting regarding the passage of Ordinance 160 with the City Attorney, the City Attorney stated to Cami that the difference in the date on the ordinance versus the date of passing and publication does not invalidate the ordinance. 

The Council had suggested at their workshop meeting to invite those people east of the City that would be affected by the sewer line extension, to a council meeting for public input.  Staff will send out an information flyer to the residents and ask for any question to be submitted to the City prior to the public meeting.  The City plans to hold the public meeting on this for October 27, 2008.

Residents have suggested that the City review their Golf Cart/ATV Ordinance.  Due to the price of gas, many cities are allowing the use of these more and more.  Staff has information already gathered in this area if the Council is willing to take a look at it.  Staff will submit this at the next meeting.

c) Consultant Report – None

d) Committee Report 

EDA - Member Jencks commented that the EDA will be holding a meeting on September 29th to review the discussion that took place September 2, 2008.  EDA will hold their regularly scheduled meeting on October 7.

Personnel Committee - Council is to turn in their staff evaluations to the Personnel Committee.  Cami has the staff self evaluations.

e) Council Member Report 

Member Jencks – Motion made by Member Jencks, second by Member Nash to set up a committee to start a process for RFQ and make recommendations to the City Council.  A lot of discussion took place regarding singling out City Engineer when all consultants should be looked at every so often.  After much discussion the motion was called.  Motion failed with a tied vote with Mayor Gall and Member Jencks voting for and Members Reding and Nash voting against.

Member Reding – inquiry and discussion on the electric bill’s during Marigold Days.

Member Nash – would like to get together to discuss the Historical Conference with those that attended.  Both Paul Larson and Member Jencks attended.

f) Mayors Report

Mayor Gall reported that the kickoff for the Wasioja event went well.
