MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING

MONDAY, AUGUST 13TH, 2001

7:30 P.M.

The regularly scheduled meeting of the Mantorville City Council was held on August 13th, 2001.

Members present:  Diane Carlson, Julie Larsen, Diane Wilke and Bob More.  Mark Lamphere was absent.

Also present:  Roger Petersen, Randy Carlsen, Bill Westbrook, Annie Brannan, Lyle Hoaglund, Todd Indykiewicz, Steve Milde,  Richard Finley, Ron Alberts and Eric Heins

Mayor Carlson called the meeting to order at 7:32 p.m.

APPROVAL/CHANGES TO THE AGENDA:  add Vertical Partners and cancel Larry Tripp from the agenda.

MINUTES – July 23rd Meeting:  Motion by  Mayor Carlson and second by Member Larsen to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Mayor Carlson to approve payment of the Warrant List in the amount of $23,351.25.  Motion carried with Mayor Carlson, Members Larsen and Wilke voting aye and Member More abstaining.

DELINQUENT UTILITY ACCOUNTS:  Six (6) accounts were presented for non-payment.  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Wilke that if payment in full has not been received by noon on Friday, August 17th that their water service will be shut off.  Motion carried unanimously.

EDA REPORT- Annie Brannan:  Ms Brannan reported on the accomplishments and goals of the EDA for the years 2000 to present.  Several items noted were: submission of a transportation enhancement funding application; a logo contest with the KM High School Art Class; assisted with the Antique Mall by offering TIF assistance; to name a few.  She also distributed the EDA’s proposed 2002 Annual Budget which includes a line item for an economic development/planning intern to investigate grant opportunities for the City.  The Development Agreement with Todd and Kristin Alexander for redevelopment of their lot on the corner of Main Street and 5th Street West was discussed.  At this time, City Attorney Roger Petersen distributed a draft of a NOTICE that will be sent to the Alexander’s letting them know that the City will be exercising its right to cancel and terminate the Development Agreement.  Motion by Member More and second by Member Larsen that the Council has reviewed the proposed NOTICE and determined that default has occurred and hereby direct Roger Petersen to mail the NOTICE to the Alexanders.  Motion carried unanimously.

PUBLIC HEARING – Variance as requested by Todd Indykiewicz:  The purpose of the Variance is to build a 30’ X 40” detached garage at 603 Golfview Court.  Member More excused himself from the table to avoid any possible perception of a conflict of interest.  Steve Milde and Eric Heins were also present for the Public Hearing.  Mr. Milde inquired about property line setbacks and any easements that might lie along his 50’ wide driveway.  After review of the plat maps, the Council concurred that there are no easements noted.  There being no further comments, pro or con, from those in attendance, there was a motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Wilke to close the Public Hearing at 8:10 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.  Mr. Petersen reminded the Council that they could not override any covenants placed on the property by the developer.  Member Larsen had a copy and there were none.  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Wilke to grant the Variance based on the fact that all of the criteria for granting a variance had been met.  Motion carried with Mayor Carlson, Members Larsen and Wilke voting aye and Member More abstaining.

VERTICAL PARTNERS – Bill Westbrook:  Mr. Westbrook gave a presentation on his “wireless antenna development company”.  The company partners with City’s by building antennas on City owned property and then sharing revenues from rental of the tower space.  Council agreed that it is interested in entering into an agreement but first wants to see the contract fine tuned to meet Mantorville’s needs.  Mr. Petersen and Mr. Westbrook will work out the details and report back at the September 10th meeting.  Several items mentioned were:  1) that there be absolutely no cost to the City; 2) review the term length of the agreement and add a release section.

LOWMAR ACRES – Ron Alberts:  Lowmar Acres is located outside of the corporate city limits but because it is within two (2) miles, requires Council review and approval.  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member Larsen to approve the Final Plat as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

RICHARD FINLEY – Annexation questions:  Mr. Finley lives just past the west City limit at 903 Hickory Lane.  He was inquiring about the possibility of having his four (4) acres annexed into the City.  Mr. Petersen will research the procedure and report back.

CITY CLERK’S REPORT:  A representative from Mediacom will attend the September 10th Council meeting to discuss the franchise agreement.

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:  

• Member More suggested that the Firemen be reminded to drive more cautiously to the Firehall when responding to fire calls.  Mayor Carlson will meet with them.

CITY ATTORNEY’S REPORT:  Mr. Petersen distributed a draft of a letter to Harry Naatz about the condition of the property he owns at 516 Clay Street.  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Wilke to direct Mr. Petersen to mail the letter as written.  Motion carried unanimously. Changes to Ordinance No. 93 will be finalized when the necessary information is complete.  He also will investigate a 1956 law pertaining to billing for fire calls.  Mr. Petersen was asked the status of those who are in possible violation of the Debris Ordinance.  He has sent one letter and is investigating the other properties for compliance.

MAYOR’S REPORT:  Mayor Carlson mentioned that there will be an Open House at City Hall on October 9th sponsored by the Citizen Group.  Events will be similar to last years, i.e. fire prevention, fingerprinting by the Sheriff’s Dept and blood pressure checks by Public Health.

BUDGET DISCUSSION: We recently received a revised 2002 Local Government Aid Notice showing that Mantorville will be receiving $196,064 in aid for 2002 compared to $218,518 in 2001.  The change in aid comes from the Governor’s big plan and will affect all Minnesota cities in some manner.  Some cities will see an increase but a large number will see decreases.  Further budget discussions at upcoming meetings.

ADJOURN:  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Wilke to adjourn at 9:45 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
