MINUTES – June 10th:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Larsen to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST: Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Member More to approve payment of the Warrant List in the amount of $6,534.46.  Motion carried unanimously.

WILL LAMBERT – Marigold Days:  On behalf of the MRA, Mr. Lambert was present to request use of Riverside Park for the annual Marigold Days celebration on September 7th, 8th and 9th.  As in past years, he also requested that the City pay for garbage services and port-a-potties and then be totally reimbursed by the MRA.  Council unanimously agreed to the requests.  Council also decided that 5th Street West from Main Street to Clay Street will be closed again this year during the festival.  

VIOLATION OF ORDINANCE NO. 115:  Mayor Carlson tabled discussion until the July 8th Public Hearing.

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:  
• Member Larsen reported that the recent pancake breakfast had netted over $1,400, before expenses, for the playground equipment fund.

CITY ATTORNEY’S REPORT: Mr. Petersen presented Ordinance No. 151 “An Ordinance Regulating the Use of Snowmobiles and All-terrain Vehicles Within the City of Mantorville, Minnesota and Providing Penalties for the Violation Thereof” for Council review.  Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Member Larsen to adopt the Ordinance as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.  

RESOLUTION NO. 04-2002:  Motion by Member Lamphere and second by Mayor Carlson to approve Resolution No. 04-2002 to affix a permit fee of $5.00 per year to allow handicapped persons, as defined by State statute, to use golf carts or four-wheel all-terrain vehicles on the roadways within the City of Mantorville.  Motion carried unanimously.  It was decided that the MRA will need to apply for a permit to be used during Marigold Days.

MAYOR’S REPORT:  
• Mayor Carlson inquired about purpose of the orange fence in Riverside Park.  The City Clerk explained that it was put there to keep people off from the new grass seed;

• reported on several of the sessions she had attended at the LMC conference and distributed handouts.
