1. Call to Order – Mayor Nash called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.

6. Public Hearing – Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Bradford to close the regular meeting and open the public hearing at 6:50 PM.  Motion passed unanimously.

a) 6:50 PM Vacation of the Mantorville School – Mayor Nash asked if there was anyone present to speak.  John Buckingham, Weichert Realtors, explained that because this is a governmental piece of property versus a personal piece of property that the formal vacation process needs to take place.  
Paul Larson asked about the disposition of the lime stone school.  John noted that it will be Quit Claim deeded to the City and the paperwork was drawn up today on this.      

Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Bradford to close the public hearing and go back into open session at 6:53 PM.  Motion passed unanimously.   
7. Old Business/New Business
a) 5th Street Culvert Repair Quote Tabulation - Pulled
b) Resolution 2010-18, A RESOLUTION FOR SUPPORT FOR USE OF 5TH STREET RIGHT OF WAY AND OTHER PUBLIC GROUNDS FOR THE STAGECOACH TRAIL

Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Maxson to approve Resolution 2010-18.  Motion passed unanimously.

c) Resolution 2010-20, A RESOLUTION VACATING THE MANTORVILLE SCHOOL OTHERWISE KNOWN AS THE PUBLIC SQUARE

The City held the public hearing required to vacate public grounds in order to provide a clear title for the sale of the property.  The Normal school piece of the property will be quit claim deeded to the City.  Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Bradford to approve Resolution 2010-20, A RESOLUTION VACATING THE MANTORVILLE SCHOOL OTHERWISE KNOWN AS THE PUBLIC SQUARE.  Motion passed unanimously.  

The quit claim deed was signed by Peter Grant and notarized by Cami Reber.  A copy will be given to the City once all signatures are complete.    

d)  2011 Budget – Council discussed the preliminary budget numbers.  Luke explained to the Council Members that whatever we pass tonight, we cannot go higher for the final levy, only lower or stay the same.  The budget numbers as presented tonight would entail an 11.5% increase in the tax Levy.  The current budget reflects all departments’ wish lists.  After discussion, motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Schmidt to set the levy at a 5% increase from last year, $435,481.  The City will take into account a projected loss to LGA of $50,411 for 2011.  A friendly amendment by Mayor Nash that the shortfall to balance the budget will be taken from the contribution to CIP.  Motion passed unanimously.  The Council will review the entire budget, including wish lists by each department between now and the end of December when the final budget will be passed.   
· Park Board Wish List – Elizabeth Oolman was present representing the Park Board and discussed the Park Board project’s for 2011.  Most of their wish list items are regular maintenance items and have been accounted for under the general operating budget.  There are some items/upgrades needed for the RV Park and they hope to be able to use those funds for that.  They would like to trade in the lawn mower and concentrate on the maintenance and tree replacement as 60% of Riverside Park contains Ash trees.

· Fire Department Wish List – submitted no discussion
e) Resolution 2010-19, A Resolution Adopting the Proposed Tax Levy for 2011
Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Schmidt to approve the 2011 preliminary levy at $435,481.  Motion passed unanimously.  
f) Approval of 3 Year Contract for City Auditor; Smith Schaeffer and Associates
Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Schmidt to approve the 3 year contract with Smith Schaeffer and Associates as presented.  Motion passed unanimously.  Smith Schaeffer and Associates is the City Auditor.

g) Draft Ordinance Chapter 113, Regulating Outdoor Events 

Council Members were asked to review the draft and send their input to Cami before the next meeting.  Council will review this at the next meeting.  A public hearing will be scheduled on this once the draft is complete.
