MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING

MONDAY, FEBRUARY 12TH, 2001

7:30 P.M.

The regularly scheduled meeting of the Mantorville City Council was held February 12th, 2001.

Members present:  Diane Carlson, Mark Lamphere, Bob More and Diane Wilke

Also present:  City Attorney Roger Petersen, Andrea Brannan, Tom Heinowski, Lyle Hoaglund, John Bishop, Stacy Stellner and Duane Burton

Mayor Carlson called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.

MINUTES – January 22nd meeting:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Wilke to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member More to approve payment of the Warrant List in the amount of $33,587.36.  Motion carried unanimously.

CAMPSITE RATES FOR 2001:  Council discussed the cost of installing a sewer line for the campsites on the west side of the road this year and possibly completing the project in 2002.  A cost estimate of $2,300 was presented by Member Lamphere.  There was also discussion about the rate schedule for the campsites.  Motion by Member More and second by Mayor Carlson to approve installation of a sewer line not to exceed $2,500 and to increase the rates to $20.00/night for the sites with sewer and $15.00/night for sites without sewer.  Motion carried unanimously.

CITY CLERK’S REPORT:  
• The City Clerk will contact WHKS to investigate the possibility of extending sewer and water to the Schleeter property north of the City limits.

• Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member More to disconnect the delinquent utility accounts as per the ordinance. Motion carried unanimously.

• The Board of Review is scheduled for April 23rd from 7:30 – 8:30 p.m.

• Motion by Member Wilke and second by Member More to approve entering into an agreement with Southeast Service Cooperative for participation in the SSC Environmental Health and Safety Management Program.  Motion carried unanimously.

• The City of Spring Valley will be hosting a TIF workshop on March 1st.  

• Correspondence from Dick Day was discussed.

LUVERNE VANGNESS:  Mr. Vangness had several questions about vacating the north/south alley located in Block 6 of the Original Plat.  He stated that the alley has not been open for traffic in over 32 years and the residents would like to see it officially vacated.  Council consensus was for Mr. Vangness to proceed with the public hearing for the March 12th meeting.  

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:  
• Member Lamphere presented a request for replacing the City’s trash receptacles located throughout the downtown area.  Cost from Kasson Concrete would be $300 each and at least 9 new ones are needed.  Member Wilke will present the information to the MRA for their input.

CITY ATTONEY’S REPORT:  

• Mr. Petersen suggested that the Council revisit the settlement agreement made with the Justice Department before the July deadline arrives.  He will present a draft of a grievance policy at the next meeting.  Mr. Petersen also requested an update from Mark Stevens as to the status of the items mentioned in paragraph 12 of the agreement.

• Sidewalks – Mr. Petersen reviewed the sidewalk information distributed at the January 22nd meeting with the Council.  He suggested that the City consider doing an inventory of all existing sidewalks – location and condition.  Also, he said that the Council could consider adopting a sidewalk ordinance spelling out each property owner’s responsibility.  

PUBLIC HEARING – Variance Request by Dick Swenke:  The setback Variance is needed in order to build a residence on an irregular shaped lot at 203 3rd Street West.  The hearing was opened at 8:05 p.m.  There was no one in attendance to speak against granting the request.  Motion by Member More and second by Member Lamphere to close the Public Hearing at 8:15 p.m.  Motion carried.  Mr. Petersen reminded the Council to review the five (5) criteria that must be addressed before granting a Variance from the Zoning Ordinance.  After deciding that all the criteria had been met, there was a motion by Member Lamphere and second by Member More to grant the setback Variance as requested.  Motion carried unanimously.

STREET DANCE DURING MARIGOLD DAYS:  Dick Swenke mentioned that he would like 5th Street, between Main Street and Clay Street, closed for a street dance on Friday night, September 7th.  Council discussed leaving part of the street open for emergency vehicles. 

EDA REPORT – Andrea Brannan:  Ms Brannan submitted a revised application for the Transportation Enhancement Funds which showed a reduction in the number of street lights and added “dredging of the river by the covered bridge”.  Resolution No. 01-2001 will be presented to the County Commissioners for final approval on February 13th. This Resolution asks the County to act as fiscal agent for the project.  Member Lamphere explained the necessity for prompt Council attention because the deadline to submit the application is March 1st.  Mayor Carlson suggested several different methods of raising the money for the City’s percentage.  Resolution No. 02-2001 showing Council support for the project was discussed.  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Lamphere to approve Resolution No. 02-2001.  Motion carried unanimously.

5 minute break

DUANE BURTON – Kasson Mayor:  Mr. Burton plans to organize a “townhall-type summit” committee made up of two (2) reps from Kasson, Mantorville, School district, Dodge County and the two (2) Townships.  This committee would be an advisory committee and would be set up to discuss common issues. Tentative meeting date is March 21st. 

MAYOR’S REPORT:  

• The MRA was advised they will be charged $50 reconnection fee for their water service;


• set March 26th meeting to discuss ADA issues and other unresolved issues;


• asked Mr. Petersen for a progress report of the updated Zoning Ordinance;


• asked Member Lamphere for a progress report on an ATV  Ordinance (March 26th meeting)

Mr. Petersen said that he would like WHKS to review the Zoning Ordinance and report back as to what parts need attention.

Member Lamphere suggested that the Council send a letter to Sheriff Weber about the actions and comments made by a deputy.

Motion by Member More and second by Member Wilke to ADJOURN at 9:00 p.m.  Motion carried.
