Items of Discussion:

1. Approval of the City Financials and October 19, 2005 Meeting Minutes and the November 12, 2005 unofficial meeting minutes.

2. Introduce Marjorie Rapp, the new attorney in town.  She is interested in becoming a member of the EDA.
3. City owned lots – The EDA will approach the City Council regarding deeding over the two lots across from Riverside Park that the City owns.  There are tanks underground that need to be removed and the EDA has already received information regarding the cost on that.  The approximate cost is $2,800 which includes tank removal and backfill.  The EDA is willing to take care of those costs as long as the City is willing to deed over the lots.  Approval to approach the City Council on January 9, 2006 for their response.

4. Diane is working on the retreat for the EDA and any other volunteer organizations that would like to attend.   

5. Revolving loan fund – The EDA would like to establish more capital before moving ahead with the revolving loan fund.  Dodge County EDA is involved in the MCCF which is a revolving loan fund for the whole county.  Any city business can go to the county EDA and request a loan for improvement purposes.  EDA will gather more information from Duane Johnson on the MCCF.

6. Transportation/Trails – Discussion on the future of trails in Mantorville.  There is a grant out there through the DNR.  It is a 50/50 cash match and only reimbursable after everything has been paid for.  The deadline for submission is too close to get anything going on.  The EDA would like to further discuss the future of transportation/trails with the other volunteer committee’s at the meeting in February.

7. Discussion on the February Volunteer Meeting.  The EDA will be hosting the meeting on Wednesday, February 1, 2006.  They will be having a chili feed.  The time is 5:30 PM.  Cami and Karen will send out flyers and ask for RSVP’s by Friday, January 27.  The EDA would like to have Randy Demmer and Dave Senjem attend.  An invitation will be sent out to them.  Staff will follow up with a phone call.

8. The EDA accepted the volunteer application from Karen Khavari.  They approved unanimously to add her as a member of the Mantorville EDA.  They will send their recommendation to the City Council on January 9.

9. New time for EDA will be the 1st and 3rd Tuesday of each month at 5:30 PM.  The current time seems to be hard on most members for scheduling purposes.  The new meeting time will take place in March 2006.
