
Mantorville City Council Meeting Minutes

Monday, June 13, 2005

6:30 PM

1.  Call to order - The meeting was called to order by Mayor Carlson.

Others Present:  William Reding, Tom Aarts, Tom Buechler, Joe Waugh, Myron Reber, Randy Carlson, and City Clerk Camille Reber.

2.  Additions/Deletions to Agenda:  Add EDA minutes of  March16, 2005, April 16, 2005, May 4, 2005 and budget discussions.

3.  Consent Agenda:  Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Nord to accept the consent agenda as written with the addition of the EDA minutes.  Motion passed unanimously.

4.  Old Business - City owned Property proposal, Ron Alberts;  A proposal by Mr. Alberts was presented to the Council in regards to property the City owns in the Northeast part of Mantorville for the sum of $38,500.00.  No discussion took place as the City is not interested in selling any property at this time.  If the City decides to sell any City owned property it will go out for bids and be advertised.  The City is not interested at this time. 

5.  (a) Myron Reber - Reber Dairy Farms:  Mr. Reber was present to approach the Council regarding using the City’s waste for renewable energy.  He is looking at options in regards to turning methane gas into energy.  He is still just checking into the difference between human waste and animal waste and does not know if waste from the City is even an option.  He will do further research and get back to the Council.

(b)  Metes and Bounds - Tom Buechler:  Mr. Buechler was present with his plans for a metes and bounds split on his property.  He wants to separate the land his house is on from his cabinet shop.  Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Nord to approve the Metes and Bounds split for 302 Bluff Street.  Motion passed unanimously.

c)  Metes and Bounds - Tom Aarts:  Mr. Aarts was present with his plans for a metes and bounds split on his property.  He wants to separate the parcel of land his home is on into two separate parcels.  Parcel A will consist of two acres, and Parcel B, which the home is on, will consist of five acres.  Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Abel to allow the Metes and Bounds split for 412 County Road 15.  Motion passed unanimously.

(d)  Tentative Schedule NW W/S Project:  Council reviewed the schedule given to them by City Engineer Bill Angerman.  The schedule is only a tentative timeline.  

(e)  Set meeting for residents of NW W/S project - It was the consensus of the Council to set June 23, 2005 @ 7:00 PM as the date for the meeting with the residents of the NW Water Sewer Project for questions, answers and information regarding the project.

(f)  Joe Waugh - City Insurance Coverage:  The current coverage consists of $1,000,000 aggregate/$300,000 per person.  Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Mayor Carlson leave the coverage as is.  Mr. Waugh will return to a meeting in July with the documentation of the City coverage.  Motion passed unanimously.  

6.  TBD

(a)  Mayors Report - Budget Discussions to begin at the first meeting in July.  The Council would like to have a list from Mark and Dave  regarding equipment needs or replacements for 2006 and a list of projects for 2006.  Inquire in the Park Board Plans for 2006, Four Seasons Arena Board; what money is needed per the joint powers agreement and look further into the telephone bill’s to include the wireless and see if we can save any money on those monthly fee’s.

(b)  City Clerks Report - 

· Clarification from the Council on the contact list they want put together; they would like to see all committee’s and phone numbers for each member.  

· Update on Council Meeting for June 27; a lot of information will be brought to that meeting.  Cami will try to get any information to them regarding the new policies to them before hand so they have time to review.  

· Question on the RV Park gate;  inquiries from customers that it is hard for them to back into a campsite with the gate where it is.  Cami will talk to Mark about moving it to the other end.  

· One meter left in the City that needs to be installed;  resident has been contacted several times to have it installed;  they are currently being charged $50.00 per month;  Motion made by Member Nord, second by Member Carlson to increase the amount to $100.00 per month.

· Complaints regarding the clear vision area at the corner of 5th Street East and Mantor Drive.  The home on the corner has a tree that has grown enough that it is now causing a hazard when trying to enter 5th Street off of Mantor Drive.  A letter will be sent to the home owner telling them they need to cut down the tree or move it to another location.

· Approval for Cami to attend the Land Use Training sponsored by the League of MN Cities on Thursday, June 16, 2005.  Motion made by Member Nord, second by Member Abel to approve Cami to attend this class.  Motion passed unanimously.

· Comments on the warrant list format?  The new format shows the budget line item the payment is coming from and also shows the current budget balance for all the expense accounts.

· Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Brannan to allow CMS to issue the actual building permit license.  Currently the building permit information is sent back to City Hall with all the requirements for the homeowner and City Hall fills out the actual permit for the homeowner to display.  Having CMS fill out the license will save City Staff time.  Motion passed unanimously.

· Information regarding pictometry, an ariel photo software that allows the City to view homes, lots and what not close up.  The cost for the City would be approximately $3,000.00 per year.  At this time the City Council does not feel the City would benefit from this software.

c)  Council Members Report - Ross Abel discussed some of the items that were brought up at the meeting with the Township, Duane Johnson, Ross Abel, Nate Nord and Cami Reber concerning an Orderly Annexation Agreement.  The Township would like to know what the City has planned for providing services in the future to those parts of the City that do not have City water and sewer.  Council will discuss this at the July 11th meeting so the Council representatives can bring more information to the next Annexation meeting scheduled for July 12.

(d)  Personnel Committee - Discussion regarding the need for an Assistant City Clerk so Cami can commit more time to bigger projects and committee assistance.  Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Brannan to allow advertising for the Assistant City Clerk position at 20 hours per week.  Cami will be a part of the interview panel.  Motion passed unanimously.
