3.    Consent Agenda:
Motion made by Member Brannan and seconded by Member Reding to approve the City Council Meeting Minutes of February 12, 2007 with the following corrections:

· Page 2, Section 8, 2nd to last sentence – the word damn corrected to dam.

6. Old Business:
Mantorville Township Fire Contract Discussion:  Lawren Castner, Mantorville Township Commission Chairman, addressed the Council regarding the Fire Department’s annual per parcel increase of $2.50, for the Mantorville the past few years.


After discussion, Member Reding made a motion and seconded by Member Bauman to have
a one year fire contract for 2008, with the Mantorville Township with an increase of $1.25, per parcel. Motion passed with a vote of 4 to 1. Voting for the motion were Members, Reding, Bauman, Brannan and Gall. Voting against the motion was Member Leitzen.
a) Water and Sewer Rates/Base Fees:  Mayor Gall advised the discussion is in response to information provided by Tom Ferry and his request for a change in the base rate fee application for apartments. He requests the base rate fee be applied per meter rather than per unit.  Mayor Gall reminded the Council  the Water and Sewer Funds are operating at a deficit. 


Member Bauman, as a member of the finance committee, is very concerned about water and sewer



issues.  A time study will be completed.  

Mayor Gall asked, if there was a motion. Member Bauman made a motion for P & Z Commission to investigate and write an ordinance which would change the water base fee application to a per meter fee instead of a per unit fee. Member Brannan made a motion, based on the recommendation of Planning & Zoning, the Council 
approve Dale Brannan and Jodie Starch as commissioners for Planning & Zoning. The motion was seconded by Member Reding.  Discussion.

7. New Business
a) Resolution 2007-06, RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING FACSIMILE SIGNATURES FOR PAYMENT OF CITY CLAIMS
Brannan made a motion to approve resolution 2007-06 as amended, by including both the mayor and acting mayor.  Motion seconded by Member Reding. Motion approve unanimously.

8. Staff and Council Reports
a) Public Works Report: Motion by Brannan seconded by Bauman to allow Matt Brekke, Public Works Supervisor, hire someone with the appropriate licenses to assist with snow removal. when either the Public Works Supervisor or Utilities Supervisor is available. Suggested rate was $10 per hour. This amount may need to be adjusted based on the conditions and circumstances. However, the Mayor should be called and the request approved.  Motion passed unanimously
b) City Clerks Report – Khavari stated that today she met with Jay Kruger and Doug Schmidt, regarding construction/remodeling on the Schoolhouse Café.  No further construction/remodeling will occur until the Mr. Schmidt has a building permit.

· Reding – Recommended that the new member of P & Z, Dale Brannan, be sworn in.

· Brannan – Rental Agreement – Is Mr. Rose coming back to discuss the lease addendum with the Council?  Also, has there been any progress with the personnel policy update?
· Reding – Last year the Council talked about health insurance and it was not brought back up for discussion. Member Brannan stated the Council voted on that.  Khavari stated both the health and dental insurance were changed.  The health plan is now an 80/20 plan. 

· Mayors Report. 

1. Received a call from Anna Brooks, a new resident, regarding the association she is a member of and the condo she is living in, with a structural perspective. When does the City step in, when there may or may not be a health and safety issues, with property not owned by the city.

2. Lyle Hoagland asked about talking to Excel Energy, with regard to the current street lights. He said the City can ask Excel Energy to review our current poles and lighting and advise, if there are additional requirements.

3. Water meter testing.  Mayor Gall asked, if the City was charging for that service. If someone has a problem with a water meter, do we just go out, test and not charge them?  Khavari stated there is no charge.  If someone has a problem with their meter, Staff asks them to contact Matt and set an appointment time.  If the meter or transpondent is faulty, it is replaced at no charge.
