1. Call to Order – Mayor Carlson called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.

2. Additions/Deletions to agenda – Add invoice for Strains Body Shop to warrant list.

3. Consent Agenda – Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Mayor Carlson to accept the consent agenda as written with the addition of the Strains Body Shop invoice.  Motion passed unanimously.
4. Public Concerns – None

5. Old Business
a. Park Board, Elizabeth Oolman

· Elizabeth was present as the new chair person of the Mantorville Park Board.  She had questions regarding spending money that was set aside in the budget and how to handle items not included in the budget.  Council and staff explained the process to her.  

· The Park Board is requesting approval from the Council in the purchase of a new sign at Slingerland Park.  Council had previously seen the options that were drawn up and agreed on the same sign as the park board.  The cost of the sign is $600 and would come out of the Capitol Outlay in the Park fund.  An idea was brought up that maybe the organizations that utilize the park may want to donate towards the expense.  Elizabeth will get a list together and contact those organizations.  Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Mayor Carlson to approve the purchase of the new sign for Slingerland Park.  Motion passed unanimously.

· The Park Board would like to send surveys out to the residents in the Bergmann subdivision regarding the area that has been set aside for park land.  They would like to have the citizens input from the area that will most likely utilize the park.  Council suggested that they send the surveys out to all areas that surround the park, not just Bergmann Drive.  Elizabeth asked if the City could help with the postage and mailings.  Council and staff are willing to help.

· The Park Board wants clarification regarding the proper procedures for approving or recommending park activities.  Who should the activity be brought to first and who makes the final recommendation or approval?  Any activities that take place in the parks should go to the park board first and then they are to make a recommendation to the City Council who will then make the final approval.  In order to make decisions in a more timely matter it was suggested that a Park Board member attend a Council Meeting when a park activity is in need of approval.  Elizabeth responded that the whole committee could not attend therefore you would not receive the whole committee’s recommendation but rather only those that attend.  Park activities are to go to the Park Board for recommendation to the Council.  

· The Park Board is working on a list of rules that will be posted in the park.  They would like to see an ordinance put in place to address those that break the rules and enforce fines.  Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Abel to direct the City Attorney, Lee Bjorndal, to draft an ordinance relating to park rules and the enforcement of them.  Motion passed unanimously.

b. Township Annexation, Result of 3/24/06 meeting - On Friday, March 24, 2006, City Engineer Bill Angerman, City Attorney Lee Bjorndal, Infrastructure Committee representatives Annie Brannan and Ross Abel, City Clerk Cami Reber and representatives from the Mantorville Township met to discuss future annexation and the inquiry for a development.  The Township and the City both agreed that there needs to be more detailed information brought to both parties.  The developer will be notified by Bill Angerman with a list of the information that needs to be brought back to both parties.  Another meeting will be set up with both groups when the developer has the additional information.

7. New Business – 

a. Jeff Meyer, Snowmobile trail in City – Jeff Meyer, a resident of Mantorville, was present to address the Council on the damage that is being done to his property by snowmobile’s.  He also noted the intermediate school has damage on their property also.  He would like to see this issue addressed before next years snow fall.  He would like to see the route changed or if that doesn’t help to ban snowmobiles all together.  The current ordinance is not being followed and maybe it’s possible for the snowmobile groups to put up signage stating hours of operation and the route.  The City’s ordinance was changed in 2002 and we have not received many complaints due to lack of snow fall.  Council determined that we need to invite the snowmobile associations to a meeting so this can be addressed and resolved.  Staff is to work on organizing this for the near future.  
b. Roger Nolte; NIMS and City Emergency Manager – Rog Nolte, Mantorville Fire Department, was present to discuss the compliance of the NIMS.  City Clerk Cami Reber was also part of those discussions.  There are different levels of required training that is needed to be done by the Fire Department, City Staff, and Council.  The Fire Department has completed their training which includes two City personnel.  Cami and Karen need to take the required course and the Council is told they also should take it.  If you don’t have the minimum requirements completed for the implementation of NIMS by a certain date, the City could stand to lose out on federal or state money.  Along with the NIMS requirements, the City needs to designate a City Emergency Manager.  Because the City Clerk is the most accessible as being in town the most, the Council has directed Cami Reber to be the City Emergency Manager.  Basically the title involves knowing who and how to get into contact with different levels of services and also being available 24/7.  Because the majority of her time is spent at City Hall, it seemed feasible.  Cami has been in contact with Gary Hodge at the county and will be supplying the Council more information on NIMS in the future.

c. Public Works Report, Matt Brekke – 
· Council directed the public works department to obtain quotes in the purchase of a new skid loader.  The one the City owns is in need of excessive repairs which will cost more than in purchasing a new one.  Matt Brekke obtained 3 quotes.  The low price was obtained from Bobcat at a price of $15,365.39 which includes trade in and sales tax.  Motion made by Mayor Carlson, second by Member Brannan to allow the purchase of the new skid loader from Bob-Cat.  Motion passed with Members Carlson, Brannan, and Abel approving for the purchase and Member Reding voting against.
· Snow Plow Truck – Motion made by Member Brannan, second by Member Ross to allow the public works department to change the passenger door on the plow truck to one that makes safety less of an issue.  The different style door increases visibility by 100%.  Cost for this will range from between $750-$850.  Motion passed unanimously.
· Staff is going to publish the ad for part-time summer help.

· SJ Louis should be returning in the early part of April to begin work on the NW W/S Project.

· One of the new lawn mowers that staff traded in is here.

· Discussion regarding a hydrant located at the corner of 3rd Street and West Street.  This hydrant is obsolete and it is almost impossible to get parts for.  Matt Brekke is recommending that the City approve the replacement of this hydrant.  Motion made by Member Nash, second by Member Abel to approve the replacement of the hydrant.  Motion passed unanimously.

a. Mayors Report – 

· The Mayor updated the Council on the SMLM meeting scheduled for Thursday evening and encouraged attendance.  
· When the planning and zoning commission is established, the Mayor is encouraging attendance by those members to the Land Use Planning workshops that the Government Training Services is offering.  Council and staff are also encouraged to attend.

b. City Clerks Report – 

· At the previous Council meeting, Member Reding inquired as to why the off sale liquor license fee was only $100.  He wanted to know what other cities charge and if that can be increased.  State Statutes set the fee based on city population and class of City.  Mantorville is a 4th class statutory city so the fee is $100 and cannot be increased.

· Staff received a donation from the Dodge County Care and Share Program.  The list of recipients has been determined based on financial need or hardship.  A letter will go out to those receiving a credit on their water and sewer bill.

· An updated group directory was distributed to Council.

· There are several Land use training’s coming up in the next few months that staff will be attending.

· Annie Brannan – Gave an update on the EDA park lots across from Riverside Park, soil borings should begin about April 6th depending on the weather and the EDA is working on drawing up the RFP’s for the sale of those two lots.

d. City Consultants Report

· Pete Engstrom of WHKS was present to discuss the status of the sump pump inspection and to explain about “Beaver Systems”.  Sump pump inspections will be completed when the ground dries out so mud wont be tracked into citizens homes.  There are approximately one dozen reinspects.  Some citizens currently have a beaver system installed which is prohibited by City ordinance and those will also need to be brought into compliance.
