

MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

MONDAY, JUNE 22, 2009

6:30 PM

1.  Call to Order – Mayor Nash called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

Motion passed unanimously.

5.  Public Concerns

· Troy Andrist – Alli Roloff stated his concern of having too many waste haulers in a town this size.  He is concerned that GPI is not licensed and registered in MN.  There are no DOT inspection stickers, no DOT numbers on the truck and in his opinion they should not be on the road.  They are a company out of Rochester that is not paying taxes in the county.  They are going door to door in the town drumming up business and are not licensed in the City.
· Rich Balcome – approached the council on the status of the drainage issues in the NW project.  This, along with the other drainage issue in the area will be addressed at the first Council meeting in July as Council had previously discussed.  
· Dave Wilcox – the trees planted at the Mantorville entrance signs are planted too close and they are going to grow and cover the signs.  We might want to move them out.  Cami is to let the EDA know.

· Dale Brannan - have the doors on the fire hall been discussed yet?  One is to be replaced immediately and the other one will be recommended as when to be replaced.
Council discussed the concern about the number of haulers in town and wear and tear on the roads.  Do we need to come up with some findings if we were to deny any more haulers from hauling in the City?  Do we do an RFP for one hauler?  Member Reding made a motion, second by Member Bradford to table the decision on the haulers permit for GPI until the next meeting to find out if we need grounds to deny any further permit applications.  Motion passed unanimously.  The item will be put on the next Council agenda.   

6. Public Hearing – 7:00 PM Chapter 110 Mantorville City Code, AN ORDINANCE REPEALING CHAPTER 110 OF THE MANTORVILLE CITY CODE AND REPLACING IN ITS ENTIRETY THE NEW CHAPTER 110 TITLED AN ORDINANCE REGULATING THE POSSESSION, SALE AND CONSUMPTIO N OF INTOXICATING AND 3.2 PERCENT MALT LIQUOR WITHIN THE CITY OF MANTORVILLE, MINNESOTA.  Mayor Nash opened the public hearing at 7:00 pm.  There was no one present in the audience who had any input.  The public portion of the meeting was closed.  Member Schmidt commented that Don Pappas had a concern about having to come to City Hall each time he is going to cater an event.  Member Brannan asked if the ordinance includes catering only or catering with alcohol.  It is asked that the wording be changed to include the serving of alcohol.  Both in the title of that section and in the body of the wording.  A caterer that is not serving alcohol at a catered event does not need to notify the City.  Hours and days of sale is state statute.  Question on the training section of the ordinance and that the city must approve the training.  (19A)  Cami will follow up on this section.  Take out that the Council has to approve the trainer if that is possible.  Section 15 questioned as it was confusing; no changes were made.  Section 13 premise description and is something in the works with patios and if this needs to be included?  Check into.  Section 6 should be communicated to all people who hold a fundraiser.  Can we do something about the 30 days?  Cami to verify this with State Statute.  
Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Bradford to table the discussion and continue to the next council meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.  Public hearing closed at 7:16 pm.

7. Old Business/New Business

a)  Jerry Chelgren – Fourth of July Street Closure Request

Jerry Chelgren approached the Council for the request for street closures for the First Annual Fourth of July Celebration.  Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Bradford to close 5th Street from Highway 57 to Clay and also the alley way between 5th Street and the Art Guild from 11 am – 11 pm on July 4th.  Staff is to send a letter out to the businesses that this will affect.  Motion passed unanimously.  

b) Dave Wilcox – Annexation Request

Dave Wilcox has bought some property that is located on the northern edge of the City on the East side of Highway 57.  Part of the property is inside city limits and part of it is outside.  He is requesting that the City annex the portion that is outside city limits.  Dave will be going to the township in July to talk to them about it.  He is currently working with Massey Surveying to come up with the plans and designs.  It is the consensus of the Council that Dave moves forward with bringing back a general development plan.  The City will discuss this with their engineer to see what needs to be done to make this happen.  Dave will have Massey put together the development plan.      

c) Resolution 2009-09 PROVIDING FOR THE REDEMPTION AND PREPAYMENT OF THE GO REFUNDING BOND SERIES 1999B

Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Brannan to approve Resolution 2009-09 PROVIDING FOR THE REDEMPTION AND PREPAYMENT OF THE GO REFUNDING BOND SERIES 1999B.  Motion passed unanimously.  

d) Draft Amendment to City Code Chapter 70 – Regulation of Snowmobiles

What the council is reviewing is not he draft copies from the City Attorney.  Any changes that Jeff made are just in the wording.  Member Brannan is under the impression that there is a subsection of street that snowmobiles can operate on and not the couple that are designated in the ordinance.  Look at rewording number 2 discussing driving on private property versus roadway.  Cami asked for clarification on the ATV’s and golf carts and are we just limiting this to only the disabled.  Member Bradford feels we should allow them.  We can address any recklessness by issuing tickets.     

e) Draft Amendment to City Code Chapter 70 – Regulation of ATV’s and Golf Carts

Council reviewed the draft ordinance which amends Chapter 70 of the City Code.  There was discussion about what the city should allow and what we shouldn’t allow and how to regulate those that we do allow.  Member Reding would like to see us allow Golf Carts only during special events in the City.  It would be by permit only and only issued to an adult.  Council would like to table this discussion for the next meeting and post something on the cable channel and website so the public can provide input. 
f) Amendment to City Code Chapter 50 Section 50.02 – Water Meter System

Previously the Council amended section 50.03 of the city code.  The Council discussed defining principal use, rental properties and how to define uses that would call for one meter.  Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Bradford to reverse the amendment to chapter 50, section 50.03 made on May 11, 2009 and instead amend Chapter 50, section 50.02 as written on the draft document.  Motion passed unanimously.  Chapter 50, Section 50.02 adds number (3) and (4) under A.2.  The copy is on file at City Hall.  

8.  TBD

a)  Public Works Report

Adam reported the following;

· The computer at the shop needs repairs to the mother board.  The cost to replace it will be $400-$600.  The City does have the laptop and Adam’s information could be put on that.  It was suggested that Cami’s computer information be put on the lap top and her desktop be given to Adam.  Cami will check with the County on this.  
· Pump #3 broke at the WWTP and to repair with all new parts would cost $3,500; a brand new one will be $4,700.  There are problems with the check valve.  The cost for Braun Pump to check and replace the check valve on pump #3 will be $2000-$2300.  If they check all 3 valves it will cost $4500.  It will take 2-3 weeks for a new pump so they will bring a loaner pump.  We could use the budget dollars under the manhole line item of $15,000.  Adam did the manhole inventory and reported that he saw no major structural damage to manholes and just some regrouting needed.  Motion made by Member Reding to replace pump #3 and to do all 3 check valves, second by Member Schmidt, all approved.  

· There is wash out problems at the corner of Clay and 7th.  The driveway continues to wash out due to water runoff.  In the past, the City has continued to maintain the rock.  Do we want to consider putting in a concrete apron to that area?  Or keep adding rock?  This will be discussed at the infrastructure committee meeting coming out.  
· West Street chloride has been done, the patch work to the streets has been completed, the scoreboard is up at Dennison Field and they are working on getting ready for Old Tyme Days.     

b) City Clerk Report

Cami reported the following:

· Two new home permits were issued – one being in the NW project

· Member Bradford is signed up for the LBAE training in July.  Cami will send him a reminder.

· Joe Waugh at next meeting to discuss the City LMCIT insurance

· City received the first half of property taxes today.

c) Consultant Report - None
d) Committee Report

Finance – looking at 2009 budget numbers; we will be ok with the current cuts that have been made and because of that we are reviewing the CIP dollars and possibly allowing $6,000 to be spent in 2009 and the carryover of $12,000 to 2010.  We also need to account for a shortfall in Chestnut Assessments.  
Fire – Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Bradford to allow the FD to replace the West Door in the Fire Hall with a cap of $2,800.  Motion passed unanimously.  Cami to follow up with the fund this will come from.  
MRA – at the last meeting they agreed to move the Greek revival house to a new location; possibly the Carriage House lot.

Relief – had their quarterly meeting and they are doing better than some.
Township – Cami is still working to set something up; possibly a July 2 date.  She is still waiting to hear from Lauren Castner of Mantorville Township.

e) Council Member Report

Member Schmidt – sign ordinance group met and are reviewing things.  Some questions are being directed to Jeff.  Member Schmidt feels that a lot of the sign regulations are covered in other places in the Code.  She also wanted to note that in the future, as a positive thing for the City the people who are sponsoring events need to make sure things are kept positive.  The band that played at the Saloon for the Cancer Fundraiser was using foul language in the music they played and in announcing. 
Member Brannan – None

Member Reding – as the senior commander of the VFW, he is asking that the signs be removed and the signs are technically a gift to the City, shouldn’t there be authorization made before the flags are put up?  Flags cannot be used on an advertising sign and cannot touch anything beneath the sign which is improper etiquette.  There is a question as to if the signs are the city’s at this time or is it upon completion of the whole project which includes the lighting and the landscaping?  If the signs are the City’s we can review a protocol on flag etiquette and make it work out right, or communicate to the EDA that there is a etiquette and they need to correct the issue.  Give the EDA notice on this.  Cami had emailed the president, Tammy Neseth on those two things and she is waiting to hear back.  

Since the city is on a budget freeze and any spending over $250 needs council approval, then does this fall under the EDA also?  Does this include the dollars being spent this year for the landscaping and lighting work?  The work has already been done and money spent.  Those dollars were approved in 2008.  The Council is requesting that the EDA come forward with any spending that falls over the $250 spending freeze limit.   
Member Bradford – None
f) Mayor Report

Short meeting with County and Engineers in reference to a lot the county owns that could potentially be turned into a parking lot.  

Meeting today to discuss Casey’s plans and what they are asking for and to review all the codes and rules that could be affected by their building.

Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Bradford to close the regular session at 9:34 pm to go into Executive Session.  Motion passed unanimously.
9. Executive Session

a)  Personnel Evaluation – discussion of six month personnel evaluation and salary adjustment.

b) Pending Litigation - discussed pending litigation on the NW project continuation.

Motion made by Member Reding, second by Member Bradford to close the executive session and reopen the regular session at 9:47 pm.
