1. Call to Order – Mayor Carlson called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.

2. Additions/Deletions to Agenda
a. Addition: Randy Demmer, MN State Representative

b. Deletions: Resolution 19-2005 – Cooperative Snow Removal. Will be on the December 12, 2005 Agenda.

3. Consent Agenda

a. The Warrant list and the City Council Minutes of November 14, 2005. Motion made by Mayor Carlson to approve. Motion seconded by Member Abel. Motion passes unanimously.

4. Old Business
a. City Council Vacancy:  A motion was made by Mayor Carlson to accept the application of William Reding and fill the vacancy created by the resignation of Nathan Nord. The Motion was seconded by Member Brannan. Motion passes unanimously. Mr. Reding will fill the position until the 2006 elections.  Mr. Reding was sworn in and immediately took over the position.
b. 2006 Water/Sewer Rates: Discussed the proposed water/sewer rate increase for 2006 as suggested by Mike Bubany of David Drown Associates. The issue was tabled until the Special Council Meeting, Monday, December 5, 2005.

c. Fire Department In-town Charges: After a discussion, Member Abel made a motion to have an ordinance drafted presented at the December 12, 2005 Council Meeting. Motion was seconded by Mayor Carlson.  Motion 
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passes unanimously. The ordinance allows the Mantorville Fire Department to charge residents within the City of Mantorville, at the same rate as township residents for fire calls. 

d. Mantorville Fire Department at Kasson Fairground Races: It was suggested by the Council that the Kasson Fairgrounds should compensate the Mantorville Fire Department $100.00 per race. Mayor Carlson suggested a contract be written to insure that the City of Mantorville has no liability resulting from any incident. The Fire Department will talk with the Fairground’s representative about the $100.00 per race compensation prior to any additional discussion.
5. New Business

a. 2006 Law Enforcement Contracts: Member Nash made a motion to approve the 2006 Dodge County Law Enforcement Contracts in the amount of $74,172.80.  Motion seconded by Member Abel. Motion passes unanimously.

b. b. Resolution 20-2005 – Elected Official Out of State Travel: Mayor Carlson made a motion to accept Resolution 20-2005. Motion seconded by Member Brannan. Motion passes unanimously.
c. Randy Demmer: Announced the passage of the Clean Water Legacy Act. Discussed the resurfacing of highways 57 and 56 between Mantorville and highway 52.  Discussed the upcoming legislative session and does not anticipate a long session like 2005.  Stated the state is in good financial condition.
6. City Clerk’s Report
a. KM Telecom should have their Public Access Channel available to the City of Mantorville by January 1, 2006. The channel number will be 19. When this is complete, the City will have a Public Access Channel for residents that have KM Telecom and Mediacom.
b. Staff is investigating the possibility of a new website through GovOffice. Included in the cost are an initial $500.00 fee and a monthly charge of $30.00. Currently, the City has a website through KM Telecom.
c. The current billing and accounting software is not efficient and not user friendly.  Information was presented on a new accounting software system, Banyon.  Cami received information from the SE Service Cooperative stating that they signed an agreement with Banyon to allow contract rates on the Software.  Cami received this information after she had talked to Banyon therefore needs to investigate the changes from the contract pricing to the quote from Banyon.  
d. There is still a surplus of Sesquicentennial T-Shirts. Diane will talk to the Committee for a decision.
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e. Matt Brekke, Public Works Street Supervisor: Presented two bids received for the City’s 1980 Ford Truck. The bids were – Swenke Company - $6500.01 and Rochester Construction Company - $6500.00. A motion was made by Member Nash to accept the bid by Swenke Company of $6500.01. Motion seconded by Mayor Carlson. Motion passes unanimously.

f. Matt Brekke presented the monthly Public Works Report of activities during November 2005.
g. Matt Brekke presented to the Mayor and Council Members a list of street priorities for 2006.

7. Correspondence

a. Request for removal of petition for NW W/S Project: A request from David and Terese Scripture asking that their name be removed from the Assessments List for the NW W/S Project. Their petition will be removed from the list and returned to them.

Mayor Carlson called a break in the Council meeting from 7:50 to 8:00 pm.

8. Discussion

a. 2006 Budget: Member Nash made a motion to transfer $10,000 in salaries to offset the surplus/shortfall of the 2006 sewer expenses.   Motion seconded by Member Brannan. Motion passes unanimously.

b. Due to the time, it was decided to postpone the final budget approval to Special Council Meeting, December 5, 2005.

c. Motion made by Member Nash to move the position of Assistant City Clerk from part time to full time. Seconded by Abel. Motion passes unanimously.

d. d. Motion made by Member Nash to have the 4% raises for the City Clerk-Treasurer and the Assistant City Clerk effective November 1, 2005 rather than the previously stated January 1, 2006. Motion seconded by Mayor Carlson. Motion passes unanimously.

Motion made to adjourn the Council Meeting by Member Nash. Motion seconded by Mayor Carlson. Motion passes unanimously. Meeting adjourned at 9:40 PM.
