MINUTES – October 27th Meeting:  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Mayor Carlson to approve the Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

PAY REQUEST NO. 4 – Phoenix Fabricators & Erectors Inc:  Motion by Member More and second by Mayor Carlson to approve payment as recommended by the City Engineer.  Motion carried unanimously.

WARRANT LIST:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Nash to approve payment of the Warrant list in the amount of $118,708.77.  Motion carried unanimously.

CITY CLERK’S REPORT:  requested that the Council delay any financial commitments until at least the December 8th meeting and/or the checks have been received from Dodge County or LGA.  Reported that one (1) of the CD’s from the sale of the Liquor Store had matured and would need to be reinvested.  
FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT – Dale Brannan, Chief: 
∙ Mr. Brannan reported that the Fire Department will be receiving a large FEMA grant which would enable them to replace the old portable and mobile radios.  He requested that $2,000 from the 2003 budget be carried over to 2004 in order to come up with the 10% needed.  A decision was tabled until the December 8th meeting.
∙ recommended that the Council hire Joshua Brannan as a new Firefighter.  Motion by Member Larsen and second by Member Nash to approve the hiring as recommended.  Motion carried unanimously.


∙ Council acknowledged receipt of their Minutes

VFW CLUB LICENSE RENEWAL:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Larsen to approve renewal of the Annual Club License for the VFW.  Motion carried unanimously.

EDA MINUTES – September 3rd Meeting:  acknowledged receipt

COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:

∙ Member Nash reported that he is waiting for additional information from Mark Gamm concerning the garbage hauler issue;
CITY ATTORNEY’S REPORT: 

∙ Mr. Petersen reported that he will meet with Dan Singfiel to finalize the sale of the City property adjacent to his;

∙ reported that he has been working on a garbage hauler ordinance for the City of Wanamingo – he will forward a copy of it to Member Nash as requested.

PUBLIC HEARING – Variance Request from Norm & Julie Autry:  The Autry’s requested the Variance in order to build a 30’ X 40’ detached garage on their property located at 522 Eagle Court.  Mr. Autry reported that the side walls will be 9 feet high, the siding and shingles will match the existing house and that it will be dug into the hillside so as not to block anyone’s views.  There being no further comments or questions, pro or con, there was a motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member More to close the Public Hearing at 8:09 p.m.  After review and discussion of the criteria for granting a Variance as listed in Section 5.7 of the Zoning Ordinance, there was a motion by Member Larsen and second by Mayor Carlson to grant the Variance as requested because it met or exceeded the six (6) criteria.  Motion carried unanimously.
RESOLUTION NO. 12-2003 – Declaring a Vacancy on the City Council:  Motion by Mayor Carlson to declare that a vacancy exists on the City Council due to Member Wilke no longer being a resident of the City.  Motion failed for lack of a second.
MAYOR’S REPORT:  Motion by Mayor Carlson and second by Member Larsen to reapprove the motion made on August 11th, 2003 to advertise Request for Proposals (RFP’s) for legal services.  Motion carried with Mayor Carlson, Members Larsen and Nash voting aye and Member More voting nay.  Dates will be adjusted to reflect the new time line on the form that Mayor Carlson presented at the August 11th meeting.

ADJOURN:  Motion by Member More and second by Member Larsen to adjourn at 8:25 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
