5. Public Concerns

Annie Brannan – is validating with the Council the previous decision and discussion with her husband Dale Brannan regarding bringing the water line to their second lot.  She understands that the Council previously denied that the City would bring the line to the property; it would be up to the property owner to make the connection to the water mane.  Mayor Nash responded that it is his understanding that the previous owner of that property declined to have the water line installed when the water was put in along 5th Street East.  Annie is requesting documentation on this.  She stated that when she sat on Council, the City has always paid to put in the water line to the property line.  She wants verification of why it is being denied.  It needs to be fair to everyone. 
Second question about the EDA owned lots across from the park.  Why are they being used as a car lot?  That was never the intention and the cars need to be removed in her opinion.  She is aware there is a timeline and would like to know what that is.  What are the City ordinances on used car lots?  

Annie is questioning the Art Guild lot with the two buildings on them.  They are being sold as separate buildings and she wants the Council to be aware that the current code would not allow a variance to be granted to split the parcel into two parcels.  The past Council allowed the second building as an accessory structure to the main building.  She just wants to remind the Council of this.
