a) Appreciation Award
Mayor Bradford presented Luke Nash with an appreciation award from City Staff and Council for his service to the City.    

b) Gary & Arlene Wallin 
Gary Wallin approached the Council to discuss a request to open vacated Blanch Street.  He owns one big parcel but the parcel is separated by a creek.  He feels it (the vacation) was done illegally as everyone has a right to access their land.  He said they have not had to access their land too often so they haven’t argued it.  He received a letter from the City about some stuff (debris) on his land that needs to be removed and he is asking for an extension of time to determine that it is indeed on his property.  He can’t get to it right now because he gets stuck.  Unless he gets the street opened up, he can’t get to it.  
He is requesting an extension of time to remove the stuff until the ground dries up.  Mayor Bradford feels that is a reasonable course of action to allow the extension.  Motion made by Member Ballard, second by Member Blair to approve the extension of the date for debris removal as requested to June 15.  Motion passed with Mayor Bradford and Members Blair, Swanson and Ballard voting for and Member Maxson voting against.  Mr. Wallin submitted a letter in writing to the Council that will be kept on file as part of the meeting record.
