6. Public Hearing

There is currently access off East Street and Blanch Street.  We have not utilized the road and one property owner owns both parcels around it.  This does not create a hindrance to other properties.  The will be utility easements maintained to protect our interests in the future.

City Engineer, Tim Hruska, reviewed the Engineers letter on the Final Plat.  He noted that the current existing structures would continue to exist under the grandfather clause per City Ordinance until they are removed or destroyed.  There are some other minor details that need to be taken care of but he recommends the Council approve the final plat contingent on the completion of the items noted in the Engineers Letter.  Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Blair to close the public hearing at 6:50 pm.  Motion passed unanimously.

d) Tim Hruska, City Engineer – WHKS

· Projects Update – 7th Street 
City Engineer Tim Hruska noted that the plans are just about wrapped up.  Member Swanson asked if the plans include a trail.  Tim responded that they do not due to the fact that the given traffic volumes in that area do not warrant a separate lane.  In the past when this project has been discussed, this was also noted and Council agreed not to include that piece in these plans.

Tim also discussed the drainage way along 7th.  Discussion took place on a concrete swale versus a vegetative swale.  Council discussed the options.  Tim noted that we will need to obtain additional drainage easements to maintain it.  Council asked that input be solicited from the property owners when we obtain easements to find out what the residents would like to see for the swale.  It will more cost effective and easier to maintain the concrete channel through there versus a vegetative channel.  
· Professional Service Agreement – Sanitary Sewer Connection to Kasson
Tim updated the Council on the MPCA input on the Sanitary Sewer project.  Kasson is planning on construction of their part this fall with completion by the end of 2014, beginning of 2015.  WHKS will begin on the geotechnical and obtaining of easements and are looking at a fall of 2014 to start on the line.  Connection will not take place until Kasson is fully up and running with their project.  Council discussed.  Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Maxson to approve the Professional Service Agreement for the Sanitary Sewer Connection to Kasson project.  Motion passed unanimously.
