a) Tabled Resolution 2014-01 Approving the Fee Schedule for 2014
Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Maxson to approve Resolution 2014-01, Approving the Master Fee Schedule for 2014.  Motion passed unanimously.

b) Anthony Hofstad – Approval for Eagle Scout Project & Presentation
Anthony Hofstad, a member of the Troop 231 Boy Scouts, is requesting to do an Eagle Scout Project for the City of Mantorville.  He is looking to replace the outdated and rusty flagpole outside of City Hall and install a new flag monument with a bench.  His proposal entails taking out the old pole and reinstall 3 flag poles to hold the US Flag, MN State Flag and the Fire Department flag.  The height would be 15’ to 20’ tall with the middle pole being 5’ taller than the other two.  He will ask for donations to complete the project; no fundraising will be involved. Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Blair to approve Anthony moving forward with the project.  Anthony will bring the plans to the Council before proceeding.  Fire Chief JJ Williams spoke of the Fire Departments full support.  Motion passed unanimously.    
c) SEMLM Legislative Policy Drafts

d) City Equipment – Grader
