1. Call to Order – Mayor Bradford called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

2. Pledge of Allegiance - Done
3. Additions/Deletions to Agenda – Add Liquor License Approval and Garbage Hauler Permit Approval to the consent agenda.
4. Consent Agenda – Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Swanson to approve the consent agenda as written with the two additions as listed above:

Motion passed unanimously.

7. Old Business/New Business

a) Dan Root – 16 Riverview Road
Dan Root was present to contest the storm water fee that he is charged each month.   He listed his reasoning as to why he does not feel he needs to pay the charge.  Discussion took place on why the fee was implemented, when the City implemented it and the process we went through to do it.  Mayor Bradford explained all of the type of projects this fund can pay for.  After all discussion, it was the consensus of the Council to leave it the way it is.    

Mr. Root noted that there is a large amount of black top in the ditch in front of his house and that their needs to be some sort of curb put in so the black top doesn’t go into his yard.  It was noted to have the maintenance department look into this.  

b) Rog Nolte – Bylaws for change to Relief Association
Rog is requesting the City approve the change in the Relief bylaws to match the changes made by the State for pension benefits.  If a Firefighter leaves service and then comes back, they can get pension benefits at the same rate as when they left.  Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Blair to approve the change.  Motion passed unanimously.
c) Licensing Regulating Animals/Livestock in the City Chapter 90 City Code

Motion made by Member Ballard, second by Member Blair to pull off the table item 7 c), Licensing and Regulating of Animals.  Motion passed unanimously.  Mayor Bradford noted that they have two parts of this ordinance that are up for discussion; number of dogs allowed in the City and the allowing of chickens.  
Henry did some research on this and discussed what he found.  Council discussed the different size and types of kennels other cities have, what number constitutes a kennel, if a license is needed and how much cities charge, etc.  Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Swanson to retable the discussion.  Mayor Bradford and Member Blair will work on this and bring something back to the Council.  Motion passed unanimously.
Chickens in the City – Members Blair and Ballard presented information on some of the research that they have found on allowing chickens in City limits.  Discussion took place on proximity to abutting property, number of hens allowed, no roosters in some, size of lot required to allow chickens, square foot needed per chicken for the chicken coop to give chickens room and to avoid animal cruelty, etc.  The Council will come up with some wording for a draft ordinance at the next meeting to send to Jeff to review before holding a public hearing on the ordinance change.
