MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES

1. Call to Order – Mayor Bradford called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

2. Pledge of Allegiance - Done
3. Additions/Deletions to Agenda – Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Ballard to add to the agenda the awarding of the bid for the Truck Sale.  Motion passed unanimously.

7. Old Business/New Business

a) JJ Williams, Chief– Fire Department Items
Members of the Fire Department Truck Committee along with Chief, JJ Williams  were present to discuss the need for a new rescue rig.  They have looked at new and used ones with the cost of new ranging from $180,000 - $200,000.  With a used one you struggle with NFPA compliance.  

The reason they are looking at replacing the current rig is because it is 39 years old, it is used the most and with the addition of the First Responders it is used for that now also.  For Fire calls it is used to transport personnel and to have a place for members to cool down or get medical attention during a fire call.  Members have no confidence in the truck anymore and the repairs to it each year continue to climb.  They are asking for the Council to allow them to move forward with researching a new one.  This is an expense that is outside their normal budget items.  
JJ is requesting approval for 4 Members to go to the FDIC show in Indianapolis in April.  They would be able to get in touch with more national vendors for items they need such as equipment for the trucks and helmets that need to be replaced.  The cost for the FDIC show would be roughly $2,000 and they would send 4 members  of the Truck Committee.  

Council and JJ discussed the need for a new rescue rig, cost of repairs on the rescue rig, what items could be transferred from the old one to the new one and new NFPA standards on helmets.  Mayor Bradford said to go ahead and get more information  on what you want and bring that back.  Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Swanson to approve the attendance to the FDIC show in April.  Motion passed unanimously.   
Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Ballard to approve Fire Department Member Bryce Gunderson off of probation.  He has completed all training and probation requirements.  Motion passed unanimously.  
JJ brought up the previous discussed repairs needed for the fire hall.  He had received some quotes for repairs to the front only of the Fire Hall and the entire front and side.  Council will look at this in the near future.      

A FD Member is out of compliance and was sent the required notification letters and asked to get back into compliance.  A second warning letter was sent with still no response from the Member.  It is the recommendation of the Fire Board to terminate the person from the Mantorville Fire Department due to non compliance and the inability to get back into compliance.  Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Swanson to approve the Fire Boards recommendation.  Member Ballard asked to see more information; maybe there are other circumstances that we can work with him on.  It was noted that he has had the opportunity to attend and make up trainings and meetings but he is not responding.  Motion passed unanimously.    

b) Tim Hrska, WHKS – WWTP Discussion
Tim Hruska, WHKS, gave a synopsis of where we are at with discussions on the WWTP.  We met January 24 with the City of Kasson and walked through a draft agreement.  He will be meeting with the Kasson Engineer and having discussions with the PCA on funding options this week.  Tim reviewed what has previously been discussed and what our timeline is at this point.  He reiterated that the partial on site fix numbers do not address the biosolids storage tank at a cost of approximately $340,000.  
Council discussed the options and asked questions.  The City will hold a public input meeting to present the information to the public.      
Council took a 5 minute break at 8:17 pm.
c) Schedule WWTP Public Input Meeting  
Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Swanson that the City Council hold the public input meeting on the WWTF options for March 25, starting at 6:30 pm in the City Council Chambers.  If the Chamber becomes full, we will see if we can use the Fire Hall.  Motion passed unanimously.  Cami will put a note on the utility billing cards that go out on March 1.      
d) Draft Amendments to Chapter 90 of the City Code Titled Animals

Motion made by Member Blair, second by Mayor Bradford to table the draft amendments until the next meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.
e) Resolution 2013-06 A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY TO MAKE THE CONNECTION TO WATER AND SEWER AT 808 ADAMS STREET
Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Maxson to approve Resolution 2013-06.  Member Ballard asked why we are forcing them to connect.  The 2006 NW project was explained and they are the last property who did not connect by end of year 2012.  Motion passed with Mayor Bradford and Members Blair, Maxson and Swanson voting for and Member Ballard voting against.
