b) Request for Funds by SEMMCHRA – tabled from previous meeting
Vice Mayor Bradford asked if there is a motion to remove the request from the table.  Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Swanson to remove the request from the table.  Motion passed unanimously.  Council discussed the request for funds.  Cami informed the members that the amount being requested is for the Mantorville portion only, not the entire County.  She briefly discussed the outcome of the meeting with the County Commissioner and other cities that took place the previous week.  Another meeting will be set up to describe the benefits of the SEMMCHRA and all they have to offer because many people are not aware of what we can expect from this group and how it can better our city.  

Council Members don’t see a direct benefit for the City to approve the $150 and they feel the City has enough to offer at this time.  They feel it is not in the scope of needs to support at this time.  Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Blair to deny the request for funds to the SEMMCHRA in order to help pay for an elderly housing market study.  Motion passed unanimously.
