The Park Board is making the recommendation for the purchase of vandal proof cameras for Riverside Park.  After discussion, a motion was made by Member Blair, second by Member Hofstad to approve the spending of up to $1,200 for the purchase.  Member Ballard asked about the budget and if this is included.  The Park Board only budgeted $200 for camera replacement but it was found that we need a whole new DVR system because the old system is not working well anymore.  The images are unclear.  Cami noted that we budget extra dollars for repair and maintenance of PB buildings, ball fields, etc so the extra needed dollars could come from there.  The Council also discussed an additional camera to over look the playground to be purchased at a later time.  Motion passed with Mayor Bradford and Members Blair, and Swanson voting for and Member Ballard voting against. (Member Maxson was not present at this time for the vote)

Council Members unanimously agreed to the use of Riverside Park for the annual Easter Egg Hunt.
