a) 7th Street Improvements Professional Service Agreement Approval 

Tim Hruska, WHKS, was present to discuss the approval of the professional service agreement for the 7th Street Improvements.  Per the previous Council discussion on the CIP list, this project is slated for next year (2013) and this is the first step in the nuts and bolts of it.  This includes the area from Clay to Jefferson including the intersection with West due to the problems in the past with that.  The drainage layout is a big issue in that area and will be looked at also as part of the agreement.  A cost opinion, probable construction costs and a phasing plan will be presented as part of the plan.  The goal is to bring the report back in time for the workshop for discussion dependent on what the Council chooses for a date on that.  

Member Blair asked if this has an impact with the storm water going up that way. Tim replied that it is not looking at the ditch in that area as that is covered under the storm drainage report done in 2008.

Member Swanson asked if Tim is working with the Trails Committee at all.  Tim replied that one consideration to be included will be if they need to include a bike lane along the road and will be one thing they will look at for the report.
Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Bradford to approve the PSA for the 7th Street Improvements.  Motion passed unanimously.

· Chamber – Member Swanson reported that Old Tyme Days is organized and ready to go.  
· EDA – Member Bradford discussed continuation of Mantorville’s Membership in the Rochester Chamber of Commerce.  The bill is $282.  The EDA feels it is a worthwhile membership and hope to get to more of the events.  Looking for Council approval on this and it is contained in the EDA Budget.  It is the consensus of the Council to approve.  Member Swanson reported that the EDA is planning to have a spot at the DC Expo on March 31.  Member Bradford also reported that Karl is looking at starting the investigation on a downtown lighting project.

· Fire Department – Member Swanson reported that FD Member Kurt Kramer’s father passed away. Ron Schraffel thanked the FD Relief for their donation to him while he was in the hospital. Two members are currently in training. Member Swanson feels the City should recognize a member of the FD that was given the Young Hero Award from KTTC. The FD had a search and rescue training 
· MRA – Member Swanson reported that the MRA is partners with the sponsoring of Old Tyme Days. The Mulligan Stew event is this Wednesday at the Hubbell House. 
· Park Board – Member Bradford reported that the PB is continuing the tree removal/replacement project park.  6 or 7 will be removed from Riverside plus one in Slingerland.  It’s the same expense as last year plus the pine tree in Slingerland would be $450.  Projected cost is $1500 and it is the concensus from the Council for them to go ahead with it.  The wood from the trees will be taken to the City Brush Dump and be available for the public.  They are still reviewing the sign and have some more information to get. There are a couple boards that need to be replaced on the shelter.
