a) Public Input Meeting – Future of the WWTF
Tim Hruska, City Engineer of WHKS, presented the information on the WWTF by giving the history of the discussion that has taken place so far and how we have gotten to where we are now.   He reviewed the three options that the past and present City Council’s have discussed and what they all entail.  He listed the cost opinions for each option as has been presented to the Council.   
Mike Bubany, City Financial Consultant of David Drown & Associates, presented the City’s capital planning as it relates to both projects.  Several questions were asked by members of the audience such as regulations, land acquisition, future use of land at current facility should we connect to Kasson, how much control would the City of Mantorville have, environmental advantages to combining, how many lift stations needed between here and Kasson, etc.  One resident stated that if she is going to pay more money for sewer then she wants the community she lives in to control it.  

Bob Zeller stated that his property taxes have gone up, his water and sewer bills have gone up and now he is paying for assessments.  He asked about the City lowering the percentage rate on the assessments for the NW project.  Mike Bubany, City Financial Consultant, noted it is a complicated process and best practice is not to change assessments when you refinance bonds.     
Discussion continued with Council Members asking questions of the consultants.  The routing of the pipeline to Kasson was discussed.  At this time there is no exact route laid out.  Some preliminary options were listed in the 2007 Study.  Tim responded by saying that if the Council wants to spend the money, we can proceed with the routing but if this is not the decision the Council wants to take, then they shouldn’t spend the money.
