MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL SPECIAL MEETING MINUTES 
WEDNESDAY APRIL 4, 2012
6:30 PM

1. Call to Order – Mayor Nash called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM/
Members Present:  Luke Nash, Chuck Bradford, Don Swanson and Henry Blair.

Member Absent:  Jim Maxson

The Pledge of Allegiance was completed.

2. TBD  
a) Fryer’s Mobile Home Park, Site #8; Structure Safety Determination
Jay Kruger, the City Building Inspector, gave an update on the condition of the trailer that was moved into site #8 at the mobile home park in Mantorville.  At the request of the City, he was asked to go and inspect the mobile home and give a written report on the condition of it as the appearance was of great concern.  He was able to see both the outside and the inside of the mobile home.  He submitted a report to the City and his largest concern is the condition of the belly pan.  

Kayla and Shawn Mulholland, owners of the home, stated that they plan to fix it up before they reside in it.  They have a licensed electrician that plans to do work on the belly pan.  A letter from the electrician was handed to the Mayor for review.  Jay also noted that the gas line needs to be tested along with the plumbing.  A licensed installer is required to set the home.    
Jeff Kritzer, City Attorney, informed the Council that there is enough information at this time that shows it can be determined a health and safety hazard.  There also could be some possible zoning issues.  It isn’t like your regular home; it’s on wheels and it is considered personal property.  
After much discussion, the Council agreed to give the home owners until the second meeting in April to apply for the permits and make the necessary construction modifications and get it reinspected.  Renee asked if there is a timing issue as to when they can get the contractor in to work on the belly pan, if they can’t come for two weeks, who should they contact?  Mayor Nash noted that they should contact the building inspector to find out how reasonable it is for the delays and we can go from there. 
b) Fryer’s Mobile Home Park Emergency Evacuation Plan

Renee Hess submitted a plan to the City for the Emergency Evacuation Plan.  She put the plan together based on a template from another City.  They had previously designated the City Fire Hall and the County Courthouse as two shelter locations.  Renee didn’t think that they had to designate an actual site to evacuate to but to have a plan in place telling them to make arrangements for where to evacuate to in time of emergencies.  
Jeff noted that a place has to be designated within a reasonable distance.  The County would have to approve their building as an evacuation place if that is what the plan calls out.  There is concern about what is a reasonable distance.  How far can one safely travel in a tornado warning?  Although the two places designated are public buildings, they are not necessarily open to the public 24/7.  There isn’t always staff available outside of the hours of 8am – 5pm to keep these buildings open.  

Renee stated that because of the size of the park, they are not required to have an actual place where they have to evacuate to but just to have a plan for evacuation.  Mayor Nash noted that it’s up to the City to approve a plan that is worthwhile and realistically going to take place.  Although the City has an emergency plan, it is geared more after what to do and who takes care of what in the event of an emergency.  The State statute places the responsibility on the owner of the park to provide a safe place of shelter for the residents.  The City is questioning the County as an evacuation site and the Council wants the county under the full agreement that they will offer the courthouse as the approved evacuation site.  Member Blair would like to see more examples from other manufactured home parks which use other buildings for the shelter area which are considered a reasonable distance for safety.  He doesn’t feel that a half mile is necessarily reasonable, it seems a little distant.  The County Administrator and the Dodge County Emergency Manager, Matt Mass, were suggested as contacts for the plan.

The Council did not approve the plan submitted but will review again once the answer is brought forward on the County as a shelter site.    
3. Adjourn – Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Blair to adjourn the meeting at 7:34 pm.  Motion passed unanimously.
