

MANTORVILLE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY MEETING MINUTES 
TUESDAY, APRIL 7, 2015
6:30 PM
1.  Call to Order – Commissioner Huppler called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

Members Present: Karl Huppler, Chuck Bradford, Jeff Ingalls and Jane Olive.

2.  Approval of Minutes
Motion made by Commissioner Olive, second by Commissioner Ingalls to approve the EDA Meeting Minutes of March 3, 2015.  Motion passed unanimously.  

3. Financial Report
Commissioner Olive received two bids for the sound and light staging equipment for Stage Coach Days.  The first bid was $2,800 and the second was $1,500.  Motion made by Commissioner Bradford, second by Commissioner Ingalls to approve the bid submitted by Spectrum Pro-Audio at $1,500 and the down payment of $750.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion made by Commissioner Olive, second by Commissioner Bradford to accept the financial report of April 1, 2015 as submitted.  Cami noted to Karl that he or Bob would need to authorize the movement of the principal dollar amount from the Chocolate Shoppe Payment to the Revolving Loan Fund money market savings account.  She is not an authorized signer to do so.  Motion passed unanimously.  

4. New Business/Old Business
a) Davidson Developments Revolving Loan Fund
The City Council tabled the variance request so the EDA took no further action.  Commissioners discussed the lots and the possible buy back of them if the variance request doesn’t go through or if Dave can’t develop them.  

b) City Logo Tag Lines
Commissioners discussed and noted some of their favorites from the list.  Cami will send out the list to all the commissioners and the top 5 favorites should be sent to Abby in the next 2 weeks.  Those will be reviewed at the next meeting.  

c) Final Approved Tax Abatement Policy
The tax abatement policy was approved by the City with one noted change.  Motion made by Commissioner Olive, second by Commissioner Huppler to approve the final tax abatement policy.   Motion passed unanimously.  

d) Reappointment of EDA Member
Motion made by Commissioner Olive, second by Commissioner Bradford to approve the re appointment of Jeff Ingalls to the EDA for a 6 year term.  Motion passed unanimously. 


e) Other Economic Development Updates 
Commissioner Olive commented on the new business next door which is a business rental space on the bottom and an apartment up above and the Finds on Fifth located in her old shop building.  Commissioners suggested discussing with the Chamber promoting new business in town.
