MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY APRIL 8, 2013 

6:30 PM

1. Call to Order – Mayor Bradford called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.
Members Present:  Chuck Bradford, Henry Blair, Don Swanson, Jim Maxson and Barb Ballard.

4. Consent Agenda – Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Maxson to approve the consent agenda as follows:

Member Ballard asked about the Mediacom rate increase.  Cami replied that the City receives notification of these things due to the Franchise Agreement but any questions should go to Mediacom.  Motion passed unanimously.

6. Public Hearing 
a) 6:45 PM Draft Chapter 90 Mantorville City Code Titled Animals

Mayor Bradford closed the regular meeting and opened the public hearing at 6:46 pm.  The purpose of the public hearing is to review the first draft of the Animal Ordinance and solicit public input at this time.  The Mayor asked if anyone was present to comment on the drafts as written.  

Dale Brannan, a resident of Mantorville and previous Planning & Zoning Commissioner, commented about the great amount of time, over 8 months, that the PZ Commission worked on this ordinance.  He feels that the current ordinance in place is in the best interest of the people of Mantorville, not just one or two people.  He feels the ordinance needs to be left alone since it has only been in place a few years and he is concerned about enforcement.  
Annie Brannan brought attention to the conditions listed as part of the Chicken Ordinance and asked how the City plans to enforce it.  What stinks to her may not stink to someone else.  She is not in favor of the chicken ordinance or increasing the number of dogs.          

Mayor Bradford called 3 times for any further comments from the public.  He asked Council Members if they had any comments.  Member Blair noted that the odor and stuff is already involved in some of those things as being regulated and unregulatable.  The ability to enforce doesn’t necessarily change the rules because if we are not enforcing what we have, is there a reason for that?  Is it too stringent?  In reviewing what other cities have, he found that Mantorville’s ordinances are the most strict so this seemed pretty common and reasonable in what he was reviewing. 
Member Maxson asked Dale what he was unhappy about.  Dale noted that he wasn’t unhappy, he just felt the City should be concentrating on other things like the WWTP, not changing an ordinance just because a couple of people want that.  He does not agree that a rooster should be allowed, even if it is for a couple of days.  We already have problems with dogs running around town.  By increasing the number allowed, it will only get worst.   
Mayor Bradford closed the public hearing and reconvened the regular meeting at 6:55 pm.  Member Maxson feels we need to look this over again and go back to the concerns stated and see what we can come up with.  Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Maxson to table this until the next meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.           

7. Old Business/New Business

a) Jessica – DC Public Health Toward Zero Death
Jessica Schleck, Dodge County Public Health Department and TZD Coordinator, presented information to the Council about the TZD (Toward Zero Death) Program.  The goal is to make everyone aware of this program in the hopes of reducing fatalities on the roadways.  

b) Conditional Approval Liquor License Transfer – Mantorville Saloon
Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Blair to approve conditionally the liquor license transfer for the Mantorville Saloon to new owners Scott & Koreen Seim.  A background check will be completed and all required paperwork turned in to the City before the approved application will be sent to the State.  Motion passed unanimously.
c) Request for Lot Split – Connection Fee
Roger Keillor, 607 Stagecoach Road, is requesting preliminary approval from the City Council for a lot split of his land before he goes to the expense of having it surveyed and a new legal description being created.  The decision for preliminary approval is tabled until the next meeting so Council Members can view the lot.  

 Jeff Kritzer, City Attorney, spoke to the Council regarding setting the connection fee for all future connections to the City Utilities in this area.  Vacant lots were not given an assessment but they were included in the initial calculation of total lots for the utility extension project.  The original assessment set in 2005 is $17,255 for water and sewer.  Several items were noted for Council to consider such as the portion of the construction costs allocated to each lot, consideration of the expense to a home owner if they had to put in a mound system if the City utility wasn’t there and what the original assessment was when it was set in 2005.  Mayor Bradford asked if we will encounter any legal issues when we set this based on equality across the system.  Jeff responded that connection fees are tied to what the cost is to put the infrastructure in place, and this cost could be different in different areas of the City.   When you are within the same development it seems fair to look at what everyone else paid.
Jim Welch, 819 Hickory Lane, commented that when they set the assessments for the project, they based it on the number of homes plus vacant properties, which was 56 total he thought.  

Member Swanson noted that this lot and the Habitat lot are about the same size and the Habitat Home paid the $17,255.  We should maybe consider that.  Mayor Bradford noted he didn’t think we are in a position to look at this tonight.  Member Blair noted that there has been some precedence somewhat said on the Habitat House and that sure seems like a plan for going forward.  Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Maxson to table this until the next meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.          
d) Reschedule April 22 Meeting to April 29 
The Council has agreed to hold both the regular meeting on April 22 and the Special Meeting on April 29 for the purpose of holding the Local Board of Appeal and Equalization (LBAE).  Cami will post all required notices.  
e) DMC – Destination Medical Center

Park Board is looking at doing movies in the Park in conjunction with Old Tyme Days.  $325 was loosly budgeted for this.  More info will be brought forward.  Discussion on the purchase of an additional camera in the Park.  Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Ballard to spend up to $350 for this purchase.  Motion passed unanimously.
