1. Call to Order – Mayor Bradford called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

4. Consent Agenda – Motion made by Member Hofstad, second by Member Blair to approve the consent agenda as follows:

Motion passed unanimously.

5. Public Concerns – Will Lambert asked if there would be a curbside pickup this spring.
6. Public Hearing - None
7. Old Business/New Business
a) Tabled Resolution 2015-05 A RESOLUTION GRANTING A VARIANCE FOR PROPERTY LOCATED ALONG 4TH STREET WEST, LOT 1 BLOCK 14, ORIGINAL PLAT
Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Roth to pull off the table Resolution 2015-05.  Motion passed unanimously.

Member Blair noted that the resolutions cover everything that was discussed pretty well including the armoring on the north side of the property and the emergency operations plan.  Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Roth to approve Resolution 2015-05 A RESOLUTION GRANTING A VARIANCE FOR PROPERTY LOCATED ALONG 4TH STREET WEST, LOT 1 BLOCK 14, ORIGINAL PLAT.  Motion passed unanimously.

b) Tabled Resolution 2015-06 A RESOLUTION GRANTING A VARIANCE FOR PROPERTY LOCATED ALONG 4TH STREET WEST, S. 4 FT OF LOT 9, ALL OF LOT 10, BLOCK 14, ORIGINAL PLAT
Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Roth to pull off the table Resolution 2015-06.  Motion passed unanimously.

Member Blair noted that this is the same situation as the previous resolution but noted a construction end date to add of November 1, 2018.  This will give them time to complete the project on the second lot.  Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Hofstad to approve with the noted addition of the completion date Resolution 2015-06 A RESOLUTION GRANTING A VARIANCE FOR PROPERTY LOCATED ALONG 4TH STREET WEST, S. 4 FT OF LOT 9, ALL OF LOT 10, BLOCK 14, ORIGINAL PLAT.  Motion passed unanimously.
c) Saloon Amended Music Request for Marigold Days – Scott & Koreen Seim
Scott and Koreen Seim, owners of the Mantorville Saloon requested an amendment to their previous music request for Marigold Days.  They are looking at getting the band Lost Highway instead of a DJ.  They asked for council input on a couple of options for the placement of the band.  They would really like to do a Street Dance.  The Council agreed that the band should remain on the Saloon lot and they will allow the street to be closed off from the Post office to the Saloon.  Motion made by Member Hofstad, second by Member Swanson to allow the closing off of 5th Street West from 6 pm to 1:30 am on Friday, September 11 to allow room for the band and dance.  Motion passed unanimously.
Scott and Koreen asked about accommodating the bigger bike rides that come into town.  They have had some inquiries but nothing definite yet.  They would like to be able to fence off the parking lot like they have in the past and can they just inform Cami when these things happen or do they need to come to Council.  Mayor Bradford said that if there is time to come to the meeting, then they should do so, otherwise they should talk to Cami.  The Council is happy with the way they have done things in the past and it’s great to have these groups come to town.
The last request is to be able to hold a bean bag tournament outside, weather permitting, on April 25th.  There won’t be any alcohol served outside but they want to allow people to be able to drink out there.  All Council members approved.      

d) City Emergency Plan
The City Emergency Plan that was adopted in 2011, needs to be updated and certain area’s better defined.  Member Hofstad noted backup numbers to be included.  Mayor Bradford suggested defining certain trigger points.  Fire Chief JJ Williams suggested that the City set up “guidelines” to follow due to different situations and circumstances.  Work will continue to be done on this plan.  Council should send any suggestions to Cami for input.  Mayor Bradford asked if the Courthouse is set up as an emergency shelter situation.  Cami will follow up on this.

e) Street Sweeping Request
Due to the age of the street sweeper, the cost to repair and continue to maintain are just prohibitive.  Scott Larsen, Public Works, asked if we can contract out the work per the quote supplied by Rochester Service.  Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Swanson to approve Rochester Service to supply street sweeping service as quoted.  Motion passed unanimously.

Council approved the sale of the street sweeper.  Cami will put together a notice of sale and the City will accept bids on it.  We will go that route first to see what we can get.

f) Zoning Amendment Request – Accessory Structures
Due to the number of variance requests the City has received, it was suggested that we take a look at our zoning code to review the accessory structure requirements.  Member Blair noted that there is more of a push for storage of personal items which require larger structures.  Council agreed to have the planning committee come up with a rough draft and bring it back to Council for review.  Once Council is comfortable, the City will set up the public hearing to gather input from the Citizens.  

g) Tax Abatement – Business Subsidy Policy
Motion made by Member Roth, second by Member Swanson to approve working with Mike Bubany on a Business Subsidy Policy at a fee not to exceed $500.  Motion passed unanimously.

a) Public Works Report – a Public Works Report was given by Scott Larsen.  Scott and Darin are getting ready for Hydrant Flushing and Clean up Week.  The pump for the well is getting rebuilt and they have been Hauling Bios.  They filed holes with gravel and patch around town.
b) City Clerk Report – a Clerks report was given by Cami Reber. Building Permits and Campground Reservations are coming in and just a reminder to the members about the upcoming meetings,
