Motion passed with Mayor Bradford and Members Blair, and Maxson voting for and Member Ballard abstaining.

a) Brett Schultze – tabled from previous meeting

Mayor Bradford gave an overview of the last Council Meeting and the discussion and reason for tabling the request.  Member Blair stated that he wasn’t ready to make a decision on the sidewalk piece of it at this time.  Member Ballard agreed and said we should decide which ones we want to address now and get letters sent out to all of them at once.  We should put together a list.    
Council then discussed the water hydrant water line repairs.  They agreed that it may not have been intentional but the ordinance clearly states it’s a violation.  Based on the research, the ordinance, and what the eye witnesses have written, Council agreed that Mr. Schultze should be responsible for the whole repair bill.  The City will offer him to pay it over time until the end of the year if he wants that option. 
Mayor Bradford asked that the City work on a policy that will establish who is responsible for what when a service line freezes.  Many cities are dealing with it this year and many did not have a policy in place.  He is also requesting that the City work on the sidewalk replacement policy and determine what if any changes should be made.  Cami will put together information to bring to Council for discussion.  

b) JJ Williams , Chief MFRD
Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Ballard to allow the Fire Department to spend $1,500 for the purchase of an air monitor.  To repair and replace the sensors on the current one is more expensive than a new one.  Motion passed unanimously.
c) 7th Street Project Bids – Award Bid

The City awarded the 7th Street Project bid to RAW Construction out of Faribault with a bid of $404, 471.90 Motion made by Member Maxson, second by Member Maxson to approve the low bid of $404,471.90 received by RAW.  Amendment to the PSA w/WHKS, expends the current agreement to continue to construction process with observation, Maxson, Blair to approve Amendment #1 for the PSA.  All.

d) Lynn Boynton – Insurance Brokers
He introduced himself and gave some background on himself.  He is requesting to become the agent for the City of Mantorville.  Currently he writes the City of Byron, and the City of Elgin.  There is nothing wrong with the current agent and maybe not a reason to change but it’s another set of eyes.  Council discussed.  Members discussed.
