MANTORVILLE CITY COUNCIL MEETING MEETINGS

1. Call to Order – Mayor Bradford called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

4. Consent Agenda – Motion made by Member Blair, second by Mayor Bradford to approve the consent agenda as follows:  
a) City Council Meeting Minutes April 12, 2014 & April 14, 2014

Member Ballard asked about the nutcracker expense on the warrant list.  Motion passed unanimously.

7. Old Business/New Business
a) LBAE – Local Board of Appeal & Equalization 
No residents were present for the LBAE.  Some discussion took place with Council Members asking questions about property values.  Ryan DeCook, County Assessor noted that there will be a change to the time to hold the meeting next from 1 hour to ½ hr.  
b) Sidewalk Policy
Council discussed the current Sidewalk Policy and Sidewalk Ordinance and possible changes they would like to see.  Member Ballard noted that she found some cities will charge everyone in the neighborhood for repairs or replacement even if it’s just one side of the road that is being replaced.  She also found that some cities leave some “discretion” written in their ordinance about the amount of money a City will contribute towards the cost of repair and/or replacement.  
Council discussed how much they should budget annually for the contribution of sidewalk replacement/repair.  It was a consensus that $10,000 seemed appropriate.  They discussed coming up with a strategic plan, define the area for improvements.  Member Ballard noted that a good place to start would be from the Trails on the South side of the City to the downtown area in Mantorville.  Much of that has no sidewalk currently.  

Member Blair feels the current policy covers everything we are discussing.  We just have to decide what, when and how; what discretion and consistency are we going to use needs to be worked on in the future.  After further discussion, the Council agreed to hold a public hearing on the Sidewalk Ordinance and Policy.  Add verbiage in the ordinance giving the Council discretion on the contribution to the expense for sidewalks and be more specific in the Policy.   It is easier to change a policy than it is an ordinance.  Cami was directed to work with the Infrastructure Committee to come up with the right wording and to set the public hearing.   
c)  Orion Hardwick

Orion Hardwick, a member of Troop 231 in Kasson and also a Mantorville Junior Firefighter, is requesting to paint the fire hydrants in town as part of his Eagle Scout Project.  The paint and supplies would need to be donated.  It was a consensus of the Council to allow him to do this.  Andrew will get a list together of the Fire Hydrants in town that need to be painted.  

d)  April Month End Expense Report
Member Ballard asked for clarification on the following line items in the month end expense report: 
· 41550 – 310 – This is the annual Assessors Agreement.  The amount is typically carried over unless there are a lot of new properties added.  One parcel was added that was not budgeted for so the line is over by $15.00

· Police Protection Contract – why are we already half way through the budget?  Cami has paid 1st and 2nd quarter already.

· Utility Service for FD seems high – we pay out more in the winter for heat.  Cami will review but this isn’t unusual.

· 43125-404 – Over on that, do we need to make a change?
· 49400-300 – water fund professional services, over on that due to the large water line break that happened and we have paid for it but billed the property owner.
· 49450-208 – over on training and mileage by $59.66; expenses might of come in a little more depending on what the rooms  cost and if there are increases else where we don’t always know when we set the budget.
