1. Call to Order – Mayor Nash called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm..

6. Public Hearing – LBAE (Local Board of Appeal & Equalization) 6:30 pm  – 7:30 pm
Wendell Engelstad and Mike Stupka were present from the Dodge County Assessors Office for the annual LBAE.  The County received 2 letters from Mantorville property owners contesting their property valuations.  

Kent Keller sent a letter requesting a review of his two properties; the old school building at 721 Main Street North and his other property located at 901 Main Street North.  The 2012 assessed value for the school is $437,600.  After a review of the property the Assessor is recommending the value be lowered to $292,000.  It hadn’t been reviewed previously because it was always an exempt property.  It is a tough one to value because it is a vacant structure and it is limited use at this time.  Vacant buildings decline in value and each year that it remains vacant can make it decrease more.  
His second property located at 901 Main Street North has little to none for commercial use and it is currently classified as such.  There is a tenant up stairs and a small office that Kent uses for himself.  There is no advertising or commercial business that takes place out of it.  It is the recommendation of the County Assessor that the value be changed from $90,300 to $84,200 and that it be reclassed back to residential.  Motion made by Member Bradford second by Member Blair to accept the two proposal’s from the Dodge County Assessor’s Office.  Motion passed unanimously.
Doug Kracht owns two empty lots that he considers non buildable.  They are located in the NW part of town and are wooded and appear to be drainage lots.  A few years ago, there was a 50% adjustment made on the value.  The larger lot is valued at $20,100 and the smaller one at $7,200.  The Council discussed the previous adjustment made, additional comparables or evidence offered to decrease the value more.  Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Bradford to not approve a change in the lot valuations.  Motion passed unanimously.    

Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Maxson to close the LBAE meeting at 7:30 pm.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Member Bradford, second by Member Swanson to pull the tabled Resolution 2012-07 A RESOLUTION ORDERING REMOVAL OF HAZARDOUS MANUFACTURED HOME off the table.  Motion passed unanimously.  
Motion made by Member Bradford, second by Member Swanson to approve the passing of Resolution 2012-07.  The Council will start the removal process however, should the owner of the home show building code compliance between now and when the court issues the order, the Council will not proceed with the order.  The Council would like the inspection completed showing compliance by the May 14, 2012 meeting.  Motion passed unanimously.
