1. Call to Order – Mayor Bradford called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

Member Ballard responded that this is already on the list of changes when we go through the codification.

· Received a request to demo a building in the Historic District and listed on the National Register.  She explained the EAW process and the proposal from Robert Vogel for consultant services.  The cost will be anywhere from $250 - $1,500 depending on the services required.  Motion made by Member Blair, second by Member Swanson to approve Robert Vogel as the City Consultant on the project.  Motion passed unanimously.  Cami is recommending a sit down meeting with Mr. Vogel, MRA, project proposers, Council Planning Committee and herself.  Council approved to move forward.
· Selling of the old rescue rig.  Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Blair to approve the selling of the old rescue rig by the same procedure as the old WW truck.  Member Ballard suggested we put the money towards the Fire Truck Bond Fund.  Mayor Bradford said we would determine that after the sale is complete.  Motion passed unanimously.
