Member Ballard asked questions about the Park Board Meeting Minutes and the payment to Olive Brothers for the water and sewer connection.  Member Blair questioned the notice from the EMSRB.  Motion passed unanimously.

7. Old Business/New Business

a) Habitat for Humanity – Duane Baldwin
Duane Baldwin from Habitat for Humanity was present to give an update to the City Council on the progress in the Kasson Mantorville area.  Also present was Clint Patterson, Darla McKenzie and Karen Peterson.  The first home in the KM area was built in Kasson and dedicated in June 2010; the second home built in Mantorville was dedicated in December 2012.  There is a group in Dodge Center that is working on a home also.  The Kasson area Habitat for Humanity is starting to make plans for a build in 2014.  They need to have a family and a lot in order to begin the process.  They are looking for a donation or a good price on a lot.  The City will get back to Duane if something comes up.    

b) Rog Nolte – MFD Relief Association Retirement Benefit Increase
Rog Nolte was present to request an increase in the retirement benefit for Fire Fighters.  The current amount of $800 per year was set in the year 2000 and they are requesting to increase that to $900 per year.  Motion made by Member Swanson, second by Member Maxson to approve the recommendation.  Member Ballard noted that she read that cities are getting in trouble doing this.  After discussion, motion passed with Mayor Bradford and Members Swanson, Maxson and Blair voting for and Member Ballard voting against.

c) Lyle Hoaglund – Connection Fee Forgiveness Greek Revival Home
Lyle Hoaglund, Representing the MRA, was present to ask the Council for some help with the connection fee for connecting water and sewer to the Greek Revival Home.  The current fees are $2,639 for sewer and $614 for water.  They want to continue making improvements to the house so they can make it usable which requires them to have the utilities run to it.  

Council discussed uses of the building and what the MRA is planning.  Motion made by Member Swanson to forgive $2,500 of the fees.  Motion died for lack of a second.  Council discussed.  Motion made by Member Swanson to forgive $1,625 towards the connection fee for the water and sewer of the Greek Revival House.  Motion died for lack of second.  
Council discussed.  Member Blair noted that others have come in with substantially higher connection fees also asking for help.  The Council needs to look at that too and take it all under advisement.  They will get back with Lyle.

Motion made by Member Blair, second by Mayor Bradford to approve Resolution 2013-07, A RESOLUTION AMENDING THE MASTER FEE SCHEDULE WITH THE ADOPTION OF NEW FEES.  A friendly amendment from Member Ballard that the chicken fee be a onetime fee of $25 with no renewal fee charged.  Friendly amendment was accepted.  Motion passed unanimously.
