1. Call to Order – Meeting called to order at 6:35 pm.
Commissioners Present: Karl Huppler, Chuck Bradford, Don Swanson, Terry Eckstein and Jeff Ingalls.
2. Approval of Minutes – Motion made by Commissioner Bradford, second by Commissioner Terry to approve the meeting minutes as follows:
· May 7, 2013
Motion passed unanimously.
3.  Old Business
· Update on Yogurt Shop Loan
Chair Huppler received some more of the details on the Yogurt Shop Loan.  Commissioners discussed.  Motion made by Chair Huppler, second by Commissioner Eckstein that the loan previously approved should state to Zero degrees or JRIS as deemed appropriate by Chair Huppler and the Bank.  A friendly amendment by Commissioner Ingalls that the preference is that the loan be against the building.  Friendly amendment accepted by Commissioner Eckstein.  Motion passed unanimously.  

· Prioritize List for Uses of Rochester Sales Tax Dollars


Commissioners discussed and listed out their top 5 items for use of the Rochester 
Sales Tax Dollars from the previous public input meeting.  The list in order of preference 
by Commissioners with a proposed dedication of dollars to use is as follows:
· Intra City Trails - $55,000

· Dog Park - $5,000
· Enhance City Campground - $50,000

· Band Shell - $100,000

· Bed & Breakfast - $30,000
· Sewer Line to Kasson

· Buy Lots from Dave

· Buy Cop Shop

Other suggested uses that weren’t rated as high is enhancements to the Park Kiosk, Murals, Garden Area, increasing the Revolving Loan, purchase the old Relay Lot, Meeting or Convention Center, MN Tourism Group, Helping to enhance the Greek Revival House, and Enhancing organization and management of City Wide Events. Commissioners also discussed use of the City Brush Dump for additional camping sites.  All agreed that their goal is “to invest in something that can be used for years”.  
Motion made by Chair Huppler, second by Commissioner Ingalls to recommend to the City Council use of the Rochester Sales Tax Dollars as follows:

· $55,000 as a DNR Grant match to go towards Intra City Recreational Trails   

· $5,000 to match funds committed from the City of Kasson to support the Dog Park.  

· Upwards of $50,000 held in escrow to enhance campgrounds after the sewer treatment facility is decommissioned.  
The EDA is also very interested in a band shell project that has been recommended numerous times but the total cost would exceed the City tax dollars.  Motion passed unanimously.    

· DNR Grant Funding for In Town Trail

Commissioner Eckstein discussed with the Commissioners a $150,000 DNR Trails grant which would be a 3 to 1 match.  We would have to put in $50,000.  The grant applications are due the end of March with the award done in July.  The trail would need to be completed within 2 years, it has to be 10’ wide and paved and because it is an Inter City Trail there could be some exceptions to the ADA standards.  Commissioners felt that this would be a great use of the Rochester Sales Tax dollars.  
· Clarification for use of “Public Funds” for Dog Park
Previous Council Meeting Minutes did not specify the wording “Public Funds” but stated that the dog park will be created using all donations and volunteers.  Chair Huppler noted that the spirit of the intent is that there is no use of Mantorville Tax payer dollars which would allow for the donation from Kasson and a fraction of the Rochester Sales Tax money.
