5. Public Concerns
Quanita Kase – 920 Walnut Street
Quinita spoke to the Council about the flooding issue she has been dealing with along with a couple of her neighbors.  This has been going on for 15 years and she has addressed the City Council in the past at least 3 times.  In the past the City has given her sandbags to help with the flooding.  A year ago she did some regarding in her yard which did work, for awhile, but there is so much mud and muck and debris that comes down from the North that it actually bent the chain link fence she has.  It’s a bunch of corn stalks, it’s really smelly and it takes days to get this cleaned up.  The previous burm that was put up a couple of years ago did wash away.  

City Engineer Tim Hruska has seen this and agrees we need to do something.  As a temporary fix, we can put a burm back at the end of Walnut street.  Just a load of rock to divert the water to the West side of the Street instead of the East side.  He will initiate contact with the Soil and Water Conservation district for further discussion.  The long term solution would probably be to build a more permanent burm but also to address some water cleanup quality solution.  

It is the concensus of the Council to have the temporary burm restored and ask the Engineer to put together an estimate and long term solution to bring back to Council.
